Africa. This statement will convey to
the reader some idea of the extent of the
warlike preparations of the British gov-
ernment, which have been carried ouf
8o promptly and thotouvghly.

The news that comes from the front is
of a highly gratifying and satislactory
character. We have tidinga from Lady-
smith np to the 15th inst. ehowing that
ail is well there, and that t:e Boers
have been unable to make any impre-
slon on its defences. They attempted
an sesault on the 9th inst. from
the South West but were repulsed
with l:es, On Tuesday last they
made snother attack near Oclamec,
wheu they were repulsed with the loss
of 800 mer. We may infer from this
that the British lines are well up to Co-
leneo and that General White is occupys |
ing more ground than he did some time
ago. This laet repulse may be the res-
gon wbhy the Colenso bridge was de-
stroyed for Ganeral White may have
shown himself sftrong enouwgh _to
lend = hsnd to & relievirg
srmy for the purpote of re-occupying
Colenso.

The movemsnta of traneports yester-
day st Cape Town were important, no
lesa thqn three having srrived with
troops, while two others that had pre-
viously arrived—ihe Cephelonia and
Payaria—were despatched to Darban.

the additional troops sent fo bhim
Monday. with those  previously

at Eatcourt and Peltermaritsburg, will
give him fourteen battelions of Britieh
infantry, averaging 1,000 men eact.
The troops of Baller’s army corps already
forwarded to him from the Cape include
a large body of engineers, four companies
of mounted infantry and three batteries
of fisld artillery, besides several machize
gane.

As
Ladysmith is apparently quite safe, he
will probably mot advance until his
forces are well in hand, and tha$ will
probably not be uutil Thuraday or Fri.
day, for the sending of two additional
battalions to Darban must cause some
delsy. It is evidently the intention
of the British general to make thorough
work, and when he strikes to do 80 with
deadly effect. It the statement that
Joubert has only 25,000 men with him is
correct, Genersl White’s army aad the
relievini force under General Clery will,
when united, be about eqaal to Joubervs
army in point of numbers, and far supe-
rior to it in efficiency, so that & severe
Boer defeat would mean & rout and a
stampede back to the Transvaal and the
Free State.

The Kimberley relieving force is be-
iog written down by the Boer agent of
the - Associated Press, but it cannot be
wiped out of existence with ink. The
great fact that there are mow thirteen
battaiions of British infantry in Cape
Colony available for an advance in addi-
tion to m good proportion of calvary,
artillery snd mounted infantry may be
taken to imply that there will mot be
much delay in relieving the besieged
town. The British general will
donbtiess advance slong the line of
railway north of Ozange River and with

good luck he ought to reach Kimbarley
in four or five days from the time he
starte. The orly thing to be hoped for
is that the Boers about Kimberley will
stand their ground and give the British
relieving army a chance to try concluse
ions with them.
