White: There were several persons of
this name who took a leading part in the
revolutionary war whose relationship 3t
is difficult to trace, but it is believed they
were the descendants of a single family
who came from England to the American
States about the beginning of the eight-
eenth century. Abijah White, at the
breaking out of the war, was a member of
the House of Representatives for Marsh-
field (Mass,).

Alexander White, immediately before
the war, was sheriff of Tyron, now Mont-
gomery county, New York. In the year
1775, having imprisoned a Whig, a band
of fifty outlaws proceeded to his house
and demanded his gurrender. Determined
to sell his life as deariy as possible, he
fired into the crowd from an upper win-
dow, when the mob pierced his windows
with bullets, demolished the doors and
were at the point of seizing. White when
the alarm gun of Sir John Johnston, then
approaching, caused the assailants to dis-
erse. He escaped with a slight wound

Had to Do With That Famous Tea. .

Henry White was a minister of the
governor’s council and the principal con-
signee of the famous tea that was em-
ptied into the water of Boston harbor.

On his return he reported
gﬁt he had exchanged the two prisoners
mentioned ‘and that Captain Huddy bad
been exchanged for White—he having
ung  Huddy. on a tree on the Jersey

with her cargo of forty hogsheads of rum.

A Year Before the Loyalists.

William White, son of Philip, before
mentioned, both on account of his loyalty
and the brutal treatment of his brother,
was an uncompromising foe of the revo-
lution cause. In more than a score of in-
stances he barely escaped with his life,
on one occasion his night-dress being bay-
onetted to the window sill as he sprang
out into the darkness. During the latter
part of the struggle he acted as gunner on
a British warship that sailed up the St.
John river, May 18, 1782, a year to a day
before the landing of the Loyalists at
Partown (now St. John). His ship was
commanded by Captain John Tilton,
brother of the late Clayton Tilton, of
Musquash. The pilot was John Andrew
Lowers, a German, from Boston, who
piloted the ship to:St. Ann’s Point, now
Fredericton. Mr. Lowers for many years
exhibited the rich presents he received
from the officers.

_ Mr. Lowers was great-grandfather of
Mrs. Butler, wife of Walter Scott Butler,
Ksq., at present representative of Queens
county, in the legislature at Fredericton.
Mr. Sowers afterwards settled on a farm
at Fanjoy’s Point, Grand Lake, where he
was buried. This vessel, when at the
mouth of the Jemseg, was fired upon by
the French fort on the Jemseg;, and a
battery on the Gagetown side of the river,
both manned by French soldiers. Both
forts were captured and a guard of fifty
men. placed in each. He was also attack-
ed by Indians commanded by-Big Louis,
but a few cannon shot from the “big

canoe” so terrified them that they fled

to an island in French Lake which has
since been known as Indian Island.

On his return from St. Ann’s Captain
Tilton determined to further terrify the
Indians. He sailed into the Grand Lake
as far as Cumberland Bay Point. The In-
dians had assembled in great numbers at
Woceasoon, now Balmain’s Point, Lower
Scotchtown. Again White turned his
guns upon them when they fled, burying
their valuables to avoid their being taken
by the British. Two of these cannon shot,
weighing about four pounds each, were

picked up on Balmain’s Point in the year

1798 by the author’s grandfather, Mr. E.
Stone, and kept in his house for more
than half .a century. They were subse-
quently deposited in the museum at St.
John. What was no doubt, a portion of
an Indian chief’s effects, buried at that
period, was found by Mr. Henry Balmain
on his farm half a mile from Woccasoon
in the autumn of 1874, While ploughing
almost ‘in front of his door the plough
caught the bale of a brass kettle. From
this spot he turned out four brass kettles
of different sizes, one inside the other.
They contained three or four human
teeth, a bowie knife, an iron tomahawk
weighing about three pounds, and a quart
of porcelain and glass beads. Over all
were spread a blanket, a moose skin, and
on the outside a coating of birch bark.
These Indians were the adherents of the

tal--Had to Charter a Tugboat--Hundreds

. of Wrathful Pagsengars on the Docks Bath
East and West.

A broken condenser head in the ferry
steamer Wreatern Extenasion Monday af-
ternoen was the cause of additional incon-
veniente to citizens who have to travel
between the east and west sides, and as a
result the steamer has been once more
docked for repairs.

For a number of months the smaller

ferry steamer of the two (the Ouangondy)
has been doing service across the harbor,
while the Western Extension was being
given an extensive overhauling.
. A great deal of necessary work was done
on the boat, and among other things a
new condenser was placed in her. Every-
thing was thought to be in good order,
when, at 1 o'clock Monday afternoon,
the Ouangondy was taken off the route and
placed at the head of Rodney slip, and the
Woestern Extension went on the route be-
tween the east and west sides.

By regular passengers the renovated craft
was hailed with welcome. The boat ran
quite well for just four hours, whea crack
went the head of the condenser, and the
boat was disabled at a most inconvenient
time, for between 5 and 8 o’clock the pas-
genger service is particularly heavy and
more than usually so now with Christmas
shopping to do.

Hundreds Inconvenienced.

. The damage to the condenser while it
will gause the steamer to be laid up for
repairs for perhaps two weeks, was not so

serious as to stop her short last night; al--

though it caused Engineer Whelpley to
work harder, and work each revolution of
the craft by the hand bar. The boat went
fnto the west side dock shortly after &
o'clock, and Superintendent Glasgow sig-
nalled for a tug to take the Western Ex-
tension’s place on the route for, by that
time, the Ouangondy was high and dry in
the Rodney slip mud.

Road This Week.

An example without precedent im this
provinece, of swiftners in railway construc-
tion, is afforded by the recently completed
railroad from Adamsville to Beersville,
Kent county.

At the last session of the local legisla-
ture, the Beersville Railway Company be-
came incorporated. On Sept. 21, negotia-
tions began with Messrs. Brown -Broe.,
contractors of Richibucto. On Sept 27,
the firm began opérations, and last Tues
day, Dec. 22, the undertaking wae suc-
cessfully finished. The road is geven mijes
in length. :

One terminus, Adamsville, is on the I.
C. R. and the other, Beersville, is at the
mine of the Imperial Coal Company, which
coneern aleo controls the new railway sys-
tem. :

The road, while chiefly intended for the
conveyance of the product of the mines to
the markets, will accomodate other freight
and .4'so passengers, and will, moreover,
gefve to open up a valuable section of ter-
ritory to settlers.

While the coal company’s enterprise in
providing the line will meet with geneéral
commendation, much eredit will also be
accorded the local government for the
practical interest it has shown by the
giving of aid; and in other ways aiding
materially toward the eatisfactory accom-
plishment of the project.

Gilmour Brown, C. E., of Fredericton,
a member of the firm, who wa& here yes-
terday afternoon, eaid:

“We began work on the 27th of Sep-
tember and finished yesterday, and al-
ready two carloads of coal have been

hauled from the mine, to be delivered to
the I. C. R. at Adamsville for shipment.

“The alignment of the road is particular-
ly good, there being but two curves in the
whole length, and these very slight. The
gradients are easy and by reason of these
fcn]turee the line can be operated économi-
caly.

“The road for its main- length runs
through a well timbered country, quite
arable, and which will no doubt be taken
up by settlers, although the prime object
for which the line has been built is"to
carry the products of the Imperial Coal
Company to the markets.

“It is unprecedented in the history of
railway construction in New Brunswick,
when the government grants charter and
subsidy to a railway enterprise at one
session, and that before the mnext, the
railway is in operation. The coal is of
an excellent quality, and very easily mined.
It was used on the construction traim,
and we consider it a very excellent stéam
coal, making a quick and hot fire.

“It will continue to be shipped from the
mine regularly from this day, and in a
short time the output will be large. About
225 men and sixty horses were employed
in building the road. The average wages
were $1.50 daily for laborers. We paid
every Saturday afternoon. The local gov-
ernment greatly aseisted, inasmuch as it
granted subsidies. I. C. R. care have been
used, but in due time we will have more
rolling stock than there is at present. In
lees than three months the road has been
built, and for the last five weeks the
weather has been very unfavorable.”

Baird & Peters’ warehouse and office
in Ward street are only about 75 yards
from Mullar’s home and in the early
morning about five o’clock when the
policemen who have been doing night duty
have left the beat, Mullar has managed
within about a year to make enough early
visits to the Ward street warehouse to
almost fill their home with a large variety
of groceries on which they lived and also
sold.
 Mullar would probably have been - free
today and perhaps continuing his early
morning visits to his employers’ place
had he not taken a liking to cigars, of
which he stole thousands.

Cigars Gave Him Awa. .

The stealing of the cigars first gave the
firm an idea that they were being robbed.
Mullar’s wife has taken the keys and
alone has visited the place on instructions
of her husband, and at other times, to-
gether they would make wholesale raids.
She was not arrested Wednesday because
ghe claimed her husband had made her
aid him in the stealing.

He Wished 1hem All a Merry Christmas—
Prigoner Took the Witness Stand and Con-

¢ fessed His Guilt.

New York, Dec. 22—With a verdict that
sends Frank H. Burness, a self-confessed
murderer to the electric chair, a jury be-
fore Judge Crane this afternoon ended
one of the, most sensational murder trials
heard in- Brooklyn for some months. Bur-
ness’ fourth murder was committed Nov.
10 last, when he shot Captain George H.
Townsend, of the schooner Charles K.
Buckley, because the latter would not pay
his $6.30 the prisoner alleged to be due to
him. This and the other killings were
calmly described by Burness today on the
witness stand, and the murderer insisted
that he did the deed with premeditation
and in full realization of the consequences.

The jury brought in a verdict of murder
in-the first degree. Burness smiled broad-
ly when the jury was being polled. Judge
