Students’ Day" at the London Wo­
men's Music Club offered one of the 
most Interesting programs of the sea­
son, and drew a goodly number of peo­
ple to the Normal School yesterday af­
ternoon. Confined as it was to pupils 
under eighteen years of age, the concert 
program was not confined to simple 
numbers. Perhaps the most amazing 
and delightful performance of the whole 
afternoon was little Miss Madeline Roy's 
rendition on the piano of the Vicenig 
Lachner "Prelude and Toccato—Op 57 
and Chopin’s Nocturne Op 9, No. 2.

Some very fine piano work was also 

done by Mise Iva Lasenby, who opened 
the program by playing the first move­
ment of Borowsky’s "Sonata Russe,” 
and by Kenneth Davidson, who played 
Rubenstein's "Kameni-Ostrow,” and 
Percy Granger’s "A Country Garden,” in 
a manner that showed careful study. 
Miss Minnie Gardner did some excel­
lent work in Greig’s "The March of the 
Dwarf,” and in two MacDowell numbers, 
while Miss Helen Brenton brought the 
afternoon’s program to a close with a 
delightful performance of Paderewski’s 
"Minuet” and a "Serenade" by Pierne. 
John Ireland's "Island Spell” was skill­
fully rendered by Miss Dorothy Collyer 
and Chopin’s "Waltz In C -Sharp Minor,” 
by Miss Merle Clark.

Delightful Violin Playing.
Miss Gertrude Cahill was perhaps the 

most delightful of the violin players, 
her number being Godard’s "Berceuse,” 
from "Jocelyn,” which she rendered 
beautifully..

Special mention should also be made 
of the playing of Master James Howard 
and little Miss Pauline Fitzgerald. Miss 
Viola Stevens’ pretty soprano voice was 
heard in a lovely rendition .of Harriet 
Ware’s "Sunlight Waltz.” which 
brought out the beauty and purity of her 
notes. Still further vocal numbers were 
rendered by little Miss Margaret Laing, 
who possesses a sweet-toned voice.

El Paso, Texas, March 18.—United 
States soldiers and immigration officers 
today were patrolling the Mexican bor­
der near here, where from 10 o'clock 
last night until 1 a.m., they had ex­
changed shots with a party believed to 
be Mexican smugglers, in which three 
United States soldiers were Wounded.

The Mexicans opened fire on three 
United States immigration officers who 
discovered the Mexicans fording the 
Rio Grande, which is about 50 yards 
wide at that point. The return fire of 
the immigration officers apparently 
wounded one of the three Mexicans, and 
was immediately answered by riflemen 
concealed in bushes on the Mexican 
side.

Five more inspectors and 100 soldiers 
of the 48th Infantry from El Paso re­
sponded to a call for assistance, and for 
more than an hour the firing continued 
briskly.

At 1 a.m. the Mexicans' fire died down 
and a dim light was visible moving
