They further state that they will nom­
inate some ol the Bonapartist Candidates who 
advocate tree trade.

General Faidherbe has been nominated as a 
Republican candidate.

The 1 rench Republican army is being rapidly- 
reorganized.

T he entry into Berlin was a grand affair. At 
the head ol tht column were borne the eighty ea­
gles captured from the French Army. Then 
followed the generals not actually in the war 
Aides de-Camp of officers in the field; Com­
manders . actually engaged in the campaign ; 
Prince Bismarck, General Von Room and Count 
Von Moltke. T hen the Emperor who rode upon 
a magnificent bay horse, followed closely by 
th y Empress ami Crown Prince, and alter them 
came the other Princes of the Empire. The 
main body ol the procession .onsisted of de­
tachments representing every branch of the ser 
vice.

Nkw York, June 17.—The reorganization 
ol the French army is progressing with all 
possible speed.

The Bouaparist candidates are making vast 
efforts and spending a great deal of money to 
effect their election to the Assembly. They 
have raised the watchword of Free Trade.

Gen. Von Roon is made Count ot the Em­
pire, and Von Moltke First Marshall of the Im­
perial army.

London, June 18.—The Observer announces 
that Professor Montague Bernard ol the Joint 
High Commission will enter the Privy Council.

Dublin, June 18.—A gang of men supposed 
to b« Fenians broke in the militia armory at 
Mallow on Saturday night, anil carried off 120 
rilles. The sentinel fired upon the men as they 
were leaving, but all escaped ; five persons have 
been arrested on suspicion.

Violent anti-papal demonstrations were made 
to-night. Large crowds smashed illuminated 
windows ; special constables were called out, 
who made several arrests.

London, June 19.—In the event of Mr. 
Thornton's promotion which is talked ol, Lord 
Allred Paget is named as liis possible successor 
as Minister to the United States.

The Russian Duke Alexis will leave for Ame­
rica in August next.

Toronto, June 17.—Two hundred immi­
grants per the “ Nova Scotian," arrived last 
night. They found employment readily. 3000 
hands are needed on the railways now building.

Robert Reed, Esq., who never does things 

by baltes is making extensive preparations tor 
the Bakaar which is to be held on his grounds 
at Motlit Pleasant, during the last week iu 
June. Jit is, as all our readers are aware, in 
aid of the Sackville Academy, and will be inter- 
Provincial in its character, the ladies of St. 
John, Halifax, Fredericton, Amherst, etc., 
viwing with each other in lurnishing evidences 
of taste and skill to supply the tables. Mr. 
Reed is determined to make the gathering one 
of the greatest out door fetes ever held in the 
Lower Provinces. His splendid grounds, 
(which overlook the two Provinces, and take 
in, almost at one view, ocean, river and lake, 
upland, dale, plains and mountains, the bustling 
ity and the quiet farm) are admirably adapted 

for a public gathering. Winding paths, broad 
walks, bill and vale, so mix and intermingle that 
every lover of the beautiful will fiud something 
to awaken his attention and gladden his eye.

CHANGE OFCUHRENCY.
The Act to establish one uniform curren-y for 

the Dominion of Canada, passed in the last Session 
of Perlimcnt, provides :

“ That on and after Ju’y let., 1871, the value of 
the dollar shall be such that four dollars and eighty- 
» x cents and two-thirds of a cent, are equal to one 
I ound sterling.

All money payable in Nova Scotia after July 1st, 
1871, under any law passed before that day or un­
der any bill, note, contract or other agreement, made 
before that day, and which if the Act altering the 
curre-cy bed "not been passed, would have I wen 
payable in Nova Scotia Currency, will be payable in 
Ca'nada Currency at the rate of "seventv-three cents 
for every seventy "five cents, which would have been 
payable in Nova Scotia Currency.

All netes of the Province of Nova Scotia, or of 
any Bank in Nova Scotia, and all notes ' of tbe 
Province of Canada, made specially payabe at 
Haifa*, if issued before July 1st, 1871, are re­
deemable in the equivalent to Nova Scotia Currency 
viz : seventy-three cents of Canada Currency for 
every seventy-five cents of Nova Scotia currency 
but all notes of any hank in Nova Scotia, or Do 
minion notes payable at Halifax issued after July 
1st, 1871, are redeemable in Canada Cuner.cy.

All silver, copper and bronze coins struck for cir­
culation in Ontario, Quebic, and New Brunswick, 
will be current in Nova Scotia af er July 1,1871, at 
Ihe rate assigned to them in Canada Currency,and 
tbe silver coins are a égal tender to the amount of 
ten dollars, and the copper and bronze coins to the 
amount of twenfy-flve cento.”

NOTICE TüTÏIE PUBLIC.
The Post Office Department having gone to a 

great deal of trouble and expense to ensure, as tar 
as possible the safe transmission of money b? Mail, 
it is much to be retrrerted that the public will still 
continue to send through the Post Office letter* con­
taining money cheques, or valuable pap- ra without 
availing theniaelves of the money order system, or 
having their letters registered the charge for which is 
mue only two cents. Tne safest mode of remitting 
is by money orders, hut in nlaces where there are no 
money order offices, the Registration system should 
be taken advantage of.

When an unregistered letter, stated to contain 
money, goes astray, suspicion rests not only upon 
the P. st Office Employees by whom the letter has 
been handled, but upon the sender, and receiver 
also for it has been known that parties owing money 
when pressed for payment, in hope of either eva­
ding the debt altogether, or gaining more time in 
which to pay it have stated that the r admittance 
had been duly forwarded through the Post Office 
when on investigation it was found that no remit­
tance has ever been made at all.

A careless or dishonest man may receive an 
unregistered letter containing money, and forget, 
or inrentionaly omit to acknowledge its contenu ; 
in either case, however, the Post Office i« blamed, 
when, in reality, in many instances, no blame should 
have been attached to it.

In connection with the foregoing remarks I an­
nex an extract from a report of the Post Master 
General ol Canada.

If the consequence of this procedure were limi 
ted the mere risk of the loss of the money so sent,
- he senders of the money in unregistered letters 
might unreasonably urge that If they chose to en­
counter tbe riah, they abound be free to do so ; but 
higher considerations are involved in the question, 
aud the chance of loss to the careless remitter Is 
really but the smallest part of the evil associated 
with the practice. ,.

‘ The point ol most importance to this country is 
the cruel temptations which the enclosure of money 
in unregistered letters throws in the way of the nu­
merous body of persons employed in this branch £of 
the public service.

" Against actual dishonesty on the part of the 
Poet Office employees a registered letter is uneom- 
parably more secure than an unregistered oue, for 
an unregistered let er leaves no trace behind it 
whilst passing in the great streem of ordinary cor­
respondence, though iis presence as a mony letter 
and «he nature of its contents are, to any person 
accustomed to handle letters as manifest as though 
the letter had been singled out and marked by the 
registered sump.

* Moreover, the safety of an unregistered letter 
is dependent on the integrity of a Poet Office c!erk 
during the whole time it remains in his custody, 
frequently for hours and even days, whilst a regis­
tered letter will almost invariably have to be ac­
knowledged at the moment of its passing into an 
Officer’s hands, and cannot therefore be suppressed 
without leaving him individually accountable for 
its disposal.”

These remarks are so true and forcible, that I 
would earnestly reccommend their attentive per- 
sual, especially by those who are in the habit of 
sending money Ac, by mail, in unregistered Utters ; 
and I would further suggest that letters containing 
money should invariably be sealed with letter seal­
ing wax.
