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an accomplished fact the Union of all Her Majesty's Continental Possessions in North
America, an object, the attainment of which, even the most sanguine advocates of Con-
federation did not anticipate for many years to come.

I cherish the expectation that the result of the Census will demonstrate that the
severil Provinces of the Dominion have made a rapid advance in population and in all
the elements of material prosperity during the last decade.

The fisheries question is still under the consideration of the Joint High Commission
at Washington, and I am confident that every effort is being made to secure such a result
as will meet the reasonable expectations of the Canadian people, and tend to the preser
vation of lasting amity and good feeling between Great Britain and the Unied Stater

Gentlemen of th Houe Of Comnos :

I tender you my thanks for the readiness with which you have granted the supplies
for the present year.

Ionorable Gentlemen, and GenUemen,:

We have abundant cause for rejoicing at the present moment in the favourable state
of the revenue and the thriving condition of many branches of the national industry.
I gratefully acknowledge the loyalty of the people, and the spirit of order and respect
for the law, which prevail in every part of the country, and I pray with all humility
that these blessings may be of long continuance, and that He, fron whom aIl good pro-
ceeds, may vouchuafe to look with favour on this Dominion.
