The whole Provided, that whenever any such officer or function- 25
cifer bn ary shall derive from any source whatsoever, either
other source directly or indirectly, any profit or en2lument, or

seizae. shall have any other means of existence besides his
salary, the whole amount of such salary in the hands of
the Receiver General shall be liable to seizure and 30
attachment for the satisfaction of any judgment held by
any creditor against him; and the Court from which the
writ of attachment shall issue, upon sufficient proof before
any one of the Judges thereof (two. days' notice of the
application on the part of the judgment creditor for such 35
writ of attachment of the salary of such officer or func-
tionary having been given by such creditor or his attor-
ney), that the said officer or functionary derives any such
profit or emolument, directly or directly, or has any other
means of existence, as aforesaid, shall, in and by such 40
