Gold Awards 
are intended to recognize those students who have demonstrated an outstanding 
commitment to student activity and campus life in a variety of ways during their years at

While the 
Committee will take notice of the point totals, in any case where it feels that a student has 
been unfairly prejudiced or advantaged by the point system, the Committee reserves the 
right to recommend any award at the level it feels is justified. Where point ranges are 
given for a particular activity, points will be awarded according to the degree of 
responsibility, time commitment; and breadth of the contribution.
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
