It is expected proposals somewhat along following
lines will be made by Unifed Kingdom Government shortly;
(1) Experienced firemen from Canada would be
| regarded as Volunteer Censdian Contingent to be divided
| in%o units of about 100 men for serviece either (a) in
general service attached to reguler brigades, or (b)
( ( special emergeney units for supplementery vater supvlies,
{ and heavy fire~fighting duties to be held in reserve for
transfer to meet emergencies.

(2) In either ease formations would be orgenized
as Canadian units with their own offieers; but attached
to one or more parsicular brigades,

(3) In either cese 1t is understood that the
Canadien officers would be responsible for diseipline,
and eadministration, and would dbe under orders only in

matters concerned with operations.

(4) It is proposed there should be usual Canadian
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
