the Congo, the Sudan, Mozambique, the Central African Republic and Portuguese
Guinea now account for about half the 1965 programme of $3.5 million.

In presenting Canada’s contribution, Mr. Rae paid tribute to the “persistent
humanitarian efforts” of the UNHCR in dealing with a broad diversity of refugee
problems in many parts of the world.
