Cardinal Perraud, one of the fore-
most figures in u?#rcnch hierarchy,
and a member of the French Aca-
demy, has written a letter strongly
approving of the American system of
the independence of Church and
State, indicating that the Am-
erican system offers the Dbasis
for a reorganization of the Frerich
system when the forthcoming separa-
tion of church and state in France
is accomplished.
