Ho’ufe, fubraitred’ himtelf to their
choice, and he was taken out of his phc~ by Mr. Poole, and conduded to, and placed in, the Chair
accordingly 5 and thereupon, Mr, Speaker Elcét addrefled the Members as follows

GENTLEMEN,

BEG to offer you my moft fincere thanks for the honoe. you have ®onferred uptm me, by unani-
mously placing me in the htgheﬁ €leiive fituation in the Province s and Lafiure you that it thall
be my unceafing Ttudy to merlt the confidence you have repofed in me, by a {tri¢t attention tot he
many duties of the impertant Office with which you have been pleafed to inveft me. 1 thall moft
anxiously guard the privileges of the Houfe on all occafions ; and I truft, by your affiftance and fup-
port, thefe privileges will be at all tirnes exercised conﬁﬂcnt with the prerogatives of the Crown,
and the rights of the other Branches ofthe Legiflature.
