asi Early on that day t received inrorniation fron the Police,
Eliis. stationed on the line of Canal, that Agents for Mr. Drum-

inond had proceoded along the line of Carial, stating to the
labourers, (many of whom had returned to their work)
anong other inflammatory matter, that the "Tories" had
hurned the Recollect, (an Irish Roman Catholic Church,)
and that their comrades had been abused, and were
hleeding in the streets, and urging tliem to proceed to M1on-
treal immaediately.

A party, amounting to hefveen three and four hundred,
many of whom were armed, marched in military array with
scouts and flankers, on Montreal, augmenting their nui-
bers, as they procecded ; this body made their appearance
at the foot of GJIi'lG street, and continiued their march in
the direction of the polling place, in the Qteen's Wardc,
and reftusing, on the command of the Magistrates tu lat,
the Riot Act was read, and the Cavalry directed to disperse
the crov(, and assist the Civil Potver in the capture or as
many as possible: thirty men were arrested and coninitted
to Jail.

Althougli I believe that the several Deputy Returning
Oflicers found it necessary to require the presence of
Troops in the vicinity of their respective polling places, yet
they were not called upon to nct offensively, except in tiis
instance, and then, I am happy to say, without any loss of
lire or serious injuries being inflictcd.

The same Military protection or property was afforded
during the night, on the requisition ofthe Returning Odicer,
and was continued until the final close of the clection, and
the city now remains in a state of apparent tranquillity.

There can be no dcubt that riot and bloodshed to a
frightful extent, would have ensued, and the election could
not have been proceeded iii, but for the admirable and
humane arrangements of the Returning Oirîcer, and the
tinely and temperate interference of the Troops.

l proof of the necessity for Military assistance in this
contest, I %vould remark, that Mr. Drummond spoke to me
a few days previous to the clection, on the propriety of
commencing polling under Military protection, a measure
to which the Returning Offlcer would not consent until all
ordinary mncans had failed, and in no case wvas Military aid
resorted to until then.

In conclusion, I would remark, that every effort anîd ar-
rangement was made by Mr. Young, the Returnling Oficer,
to ensure the preservation of order, and the free access of
voters to the Poils, which he succeeded in eflTecting svithout
the loss of a single lire, under peculiar circumstances, and
a want of co-operat.ion fron the Municipal authorities,
which rendered his duty raost arduous, and which, I have
no doubt, he will find it necessary to bring to the notice of
tIe Governor General.
