We must live in the world ; and if we
do not learn bow to accommodate
ourselves to others, how to pat up

By French Explorer, La Verendrye,
Kear Fort Pierre, 8. D, In 1743

A zino plate aboot eigh: iocher
sqaare was found les: week bz sohoo
obildren neir Po:t Pierre, S. D.
which is supposed to have beer
batied there in the ysar 1743, Ta¢
inso iption on the plate translated,
is a8 follows :

* In the twenty-sixth year of th
reign of the nto:t illastrions L'
XV, Pator Giult'er of Verenderi
claimed this ragi>a for the king, hi
master, aod for the Lard Marqais of
B:auharnois, and placed tbis plate
in witoess thereof in the year 1741’
Oatae reversa the Freuob insorip
tion on the plate is, ‘This plate wa
plsesd by the Knigat of Lisr in pre-
sence of St. Louis of Ljudette anc
A. Mioite, Murch 30, 1743.°
