and if great artists prefer Eogland to other
countries, it is only beceuse we can afford
to pay these prices for a longer season, It
may be that—looking to the average of
human rewards—seeing that presidents of
republies and premiers of monarchies think
after hard work, £6,000 per annum a fabu-
Jously high reward ; that lord chancellors
toil day and night for about £200 a week ;
and that some two million of our people
are in workhouses—it may be—prosaically
summing up these observations, that Mdlle,
Jenny Lind is too well paid. Grisi, thi« last
season, has netted more than Lord Cotten

ham ; Songtag has cleared a larger sum
than Lord John Ruseell ; Mario goes to the
continent richer than LordBrougham—who,
in appeal cases, represente, dny nfter day,
the whole House of Lords, from February
to August. Jenny Lind, had sha not,
from some whim, preferred singing in Swe-
den and Germanv, would in :London, have
cleared more than either Grisi or Sontag.—
And itis here there may seem some evil :
what one prima donna gets, tke other insist
on—* there or thereabouts ;" and because
Jenny Lind gets £500 from the Philharmo!
pic Bociety for a single conecert, Sntag,
who had vndertaken to sing shortly for the
same suciety, now refuses as we hear, to
come, unless on the same terms as her rival
«=a suggestion to which the society is not
in funde. to eccede. If Madame Sontag
cannot get such a price—that is to say, if
she does not ¢ draw” sufficiently to romu~
nerate the managers ——she is decidedly
wrong to ask it ; for though she may deem
herself quite as excellent a singer as Mdile.
Lind—and, in fact, may be a much better
singer, in the varied range of operatic mn.
slo==yeot, :f she be less attractive, less aided
by a fashionable cant, she must be content
to be peid less. But this is an evil which
soon correcte itsell. Sontag and Grisi, in
London, are paid nearly as high as Jenny
Lind, because, through a whole season, and
when the furore of the first season is over,
they draw_ nearly as well. A mistake
is made by & manager now and
then, but it ie never wade  twice ;
and artistes, great and small, are paid just
for what they will bring 1nto the treasury—
this something being an ordinary per cen-
tage upon thé capital employed and com-
mission proportionate to the risk. Neither
artiste nor manager is to be blamed for
high prices : if there be any fault, it lies at
the coor of the public.

Before deciding 1f there be eny fault,

even here, we must determine whether or
pot the public eagerness to see and hear
such an artiste arrisce in a geonuine love of
“music and real admiration of a great voice.
Spesking of the mass of the public, such a
supposition is obviously absurd. Men “ do
mot care about muaie,” “can't afford it"—
but they pay the money and go ; and if they
do not get the worth of their cash 1o unaf
fected enjoyment, they at least console
themeelves with the reflection that they are
pot next morning in a‘worse position than
their neighbors in respect to small gossip
and useless news. A provincial concert-
room, like a London operashouse, is filled
because itis a place where those in a cer-
tain clase of life can see and be seen, talk
and be talked to, bow and be bowed to, and,
elsewise, keep themselves abreast of the
world. There must be firet rate singers to
serve as an excuse for being there, but the
good singing”or fine music, is, in truth, but
eecondary reason for the attendance. In
the case of Mdlle. Lind, there is not only
the appreciation of a very excellent voecals
ist, but thereis immense personal interest
to stimulate public curiosity ; and, whether
this be the result of a clever system,. or
mere netive, natural, artlesenese, it #0 hap-
pens that everything Mdlle. Lind does
tends to enhance that attractiveness which
{s irrespective of her vocal merits.  She
came to England just at the right time, ehe
jeft Englaud just at the right time ; she
goes to America at the right time, and she
appears at two concerts in Liverpool just
at the right time. Very many flock to her
concerts because they believe her to be the
best of living vocalists : but the majority
