Patent Sold.—Messrs. Harley & Han­
son, of Guelph after a number of years 
experimenting, have succeeded in per­
fecting and disposing of an attachment 
to sewing machines for making button­
holes. Tbe Howe Sewing Machine Com­
pany, of New York, are the purchasers, 
and the pnee paid is 860,000 for the ex­
clusive United States right. This speaks 
well for Canadian ingenuity, as there 
wero over 100 different machines in com­
petition.

County of Huron.-Mr. M. 0. Cameron 
has brought in a bill to re-adjust tho 
Centre and South Ridings of that county, 
which were so unfairly distributed in the 
Aot of 1872. It sets forth that by that 
Act the county was divided into three 
Ridings, called, respectively, the North, 
Centre and South ; that the South now 
consists of the township of Goderich, 
Stanley, Hay, Stephen, usborne and the 
village of Clinton, and the Centro con-, 
sists of the townships of Colborne, Hul- 
lett, McKillop, Taokerstnith, Grey, the 
town of Goderich and the village of Sea­
forth ; that the township of Tuokersmith, 
by natural boundaries and geographical 
position, should form part of tho South 
Riding; that a large majority of the 
electors of Tuokersmith have petitioned 
to bo detached from the Centre Riding 
and to bo attached to the South Riding 
for tho purpose of representation in the 
House of Commons; that the Ridings 
should bo made as compact as possible; 
and the several municipalities compris­
ing each should be contiguous to each 
other. The Bill then provides that 
Tuokersmith be transferred from tie 
Centre to the South Riding <*$ the conn- 
ty.

Spoiling Horses, Feet.—It is almost 
impossible to get a horse shod without 
having the frog out away. All veterin­
ary surgeons, all horsemen, all leading 
blacksmiths, agree that the frog should 
not bo pared one particle, nor even 
trimmed. No matter how pliable and 
soft the frog is, out it away smooth on 
all aides, and in two days it will be dry 
and hard as a chip. You might as well 
git all the loaves of trees and expect 
them to flourish, as to pare away the 
frog and have a healthy foot. The 
rough, spongy part of the frog is to the 
foot, whst leaves are to the tree—the 
longs. Never have a red-hot shoe put 
upon the foot to bum it level. If you 
con find a blacksmith that is mechanic 
enough to level the foot without red-hot 
iron, employ him. If you do not think 
eo, try tbe red-hot poker on your finger 
nail, and see how it will effect the growth 
of that. There are many other im­
portant points in shoeing horses, but 
these two are of more importance Ihkn 
all the rest, and the most disregarded.—
“ No frog, no foot, no foot, no horse.”

Fbksibviho the Teeth.—Dr. Amble, 
d entrai rargeoB, say» that one ol tbe 
simplest mem. ol preserving the teeth 
consiste in cleanliness ol the mouth. 
The first thing liter rising in the morn­
ing, or from a meal, ehonld be to eleen 
the month thoroughly with tepid weter. 
It is the custom ti:»ome psrts ol Eng­
land and France to rlnie the month with 
warm aromatic water after eating. It is 
well to remember Ihot this preoButnm 
not only tends to keep the tooth eleen, 
but to clear the voice of those who ire 
about to sing or oonveree. By cleaning 
the teeth three times a day regularly the 
formation of tartar ie not only prevent­
ed, but euoh articles of food and such 
other extraneous matters a» lodge about 
and adhere to them, causing irritation 
and inflammation, are by this means re- 
moved. The fermentation of vegetable 
substances in the month produces, indij 
reetly, eulphurie add, animal mid nitro­
genous substance producing nUnc ecio. 
These vitiate the fluids of the'month 
End hplp the teeth on,to a certain decay. 
Attention to the oteenlinen of thetseth 
in early life cannot be too MgenHy
