AGAINST COUNTY

Judgement was given by Mr. Jus-
tice Chute Thursday morning for the
plaintiffs to the amount of $1,300, and
the costs of their action in the dam-
age suit brought against the County
of Elgin by Mr. and Mrs. Aaron Mor-
rick, and their son, David Morrick, of
Norfolk County, following an auto-
mobile accident on the county road
just north of Port Burwell on August
18, 1918. The damages allowed by his |
Lordship were awarded as follows: i
Aaron Morick, $500; Irene Morick,
'$600; for the damages caused the
ﬂ:utomobi]e, $200. His Lordship did |
