Probably the oldest known curler, says 

the London Daily News, is old George 
Ruthven, who may have played in the 
sixteenth century, and is commemoratedThe Muses’ Thronodie," and "Gall’s 
Gabions," a queer ancient poem dear to 
Sir Walter Scott and quoted by Jonathan Oldbuck. Darnley is said to have curled, 
but apparently on no very good authority. 
There was a bad bishop of Orkney, who 
played on Sunday, just as there was a bad 
bishop of Galloway, who was ‘‘come for" 
by mysterious apparitions as he was busy 
at golf. The, spectres ‘put him off his play, and he died. One of the Scotts of 
Harden was arrested while he was curling 
against Riddell, of Haining, and Scott, 4 
Thirlestane, in 1684. This proves that the 
gentry were curlers as well as the country 
folk in general. Scotch poetry is full of 
references to the roaring game, as in Allan 
Ramsay, and sparsely, in Burns. Graeme 
wrote a poem, in blank verse, on the 
pastime. Burns knew the terminology 
curling, at all events; and he, who was 80 
fond of odd words, might have found a 
pleasant subject for a Scotch winter picture 
in curling. But he neglected the oppor- tunity, to the regret of all honest Scots.
