Chicago, July 22.—Following closely
on the decision of the United States
vourt of appeals today, reversing the
decisior of Judge Landis in the Gov-
ernment suit against the Standard Oil
Company Indiana, the Daily News
today says: “Bankers who have close
affiliations with the Standard Oil
Company that that organization
will socn announce. an increase in the
capital stock of $100,000,000 by $500,-
000,000, making a total capital stock of
$600,000,000,

Following the unanimous
Judges Grosscup, Seaman
reversing and remanding
the Government against
01l Company of Indiana, in which
case Judge Landis in the district
court had imposed a fine of $29,240,000,
the federal authorities have
nounced that the Government had 50
days within which to file a petition
for a re-hearing, and that it would be
flied within the alloted period.

In the ¢ that was reversed today
the Standard Oil Company of Indiana
was found guilty of accepting rebates
on shipments oil from its refinery
at Whiting Ind., to East St
[1l. Judge Landis fined the company
$20,000 each of 1,462 counts, each
count representing a carload shipment.

Today’s opinion of three judges of
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the higher court leaves
contention that each carload consti-
tuted a separate offence. Even the
~various shipments, of which there
were about 500, could not be consid-
ered as separate offences under the
ruling of the court of appeals. The
fine should have been based on set-
! tlements between the railroad and the
{oil company, the opinion holds. Of
these there were just 366, The maxi-
{mum fine on this basis would amount
ito $720,000 and the minimum $36,000.
It is said that $2232,000 is the total
amounts which the Standard Oil Com-
pany is alleged to have received as re-
bates on the shipments in question. In
the event that a rehearing is denied
the Government may go to trial on *he
joriginal indictment, containing 1,462
{ counts. Such an action District At-
! torney Sims could be ready to take
within two weeks. There are
seven other indictments, containing
4,422 counts. As a vast amount of
work has been done on the case ai-
ready decided and reversed it iz un-
likely that an entirely new case will
be instituted. The record of the pres-
ent case contains ever a million and a
half words and is estimated to have
cost the Government $200,000.

For
some time chickens have been disap-
pearing mysteriously at the rate of
five and six a week. This morning in
broad daylight, evidentiy emboldened
by hunger, the rodent made its ap-
pearance among the flock and was in
the -act of carrying a young chicken
off, when the rooster saw it. Making
a funny noise, the parent bird made a
| rush at the thief and struck it with
its wings and spurs.

The rat leaped sideways at the next
onslaught, and then finding the rooster
determined to give battle it dropped its
prey, and for the next five minutes
both fought the battle of their lives.
The rat avoided the sharp spurs of
the rooster as mueh as possible, and
as soon as an attack was delivered it
would rush in an attempt to fasten
itself on the Dbird's throat. The
rooster would jump several feet in
the air, shaking it off, when the bird
would trample it two or three times
before it could get up.

Finally, the rcoster succeeded in
spurring one of the rat's eyes, and
then after that it knocked it right and
left until the rodent ran into its hole,
where it died, literally picked to death.
It is expected that the death of the
rat will clear up the mystery of the
ioss of the young chickens. The rooster
was slightly mussed up from the en-
counter, but otherwise was all right.

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GOES T0 RESCUE
MILLIONS IN GOLD

New Yorker Knows Where Great
Amount of Meney in Bullien
Is Buried.

New York, July 21.—Capt. Neils
Peter_ Sorensen claims to know where
$20,000,000 in gold boullion lies buried
at the bottom of the ocean just where
he can get at it, and shows documents
to prove the existence of the wreck
laden with gold, tallow and wool, just
where it has lain for 42 years.

Sorensen has organized an expedi-
tion to go after the buried gold, and
has given himself just eighteen months
to return a rich man. He has devised
a clever scheme to circumvent old
ocean, to defy swirling tides and
smashing waves, and he has made cap-
italists believe in the feasibility of
his scheme. He says:

“May 13, 1866, the American clipper
ship, Gen. Grant, was wrecked on the
west coast of the Island of Auckland,
160 miles from the southernmost land
of New Zealand. The Gen. Grant had
aboard $20,000,000 in gold bullion.

“For 42 years all that gold has lain
there. I have not seen the wreck for
39 Fears; but she still lies there, as
sound as the day she went down.

“Now we are going to get that gold.
The New Zealand Government makes
no claim to it. I have arranged for a
concession perriitting me to land a
¢rew on the island. I shall doubtless
find the hulk sound and strong. I
shalli have to blow out the side. To
do this I will prepare a canvas hose,
six inches in diameter, with loops
along the side, and will fill this with
dynamite.

“When 1 go down after the flash I
will find a hole knocked in the side of
the hulk just under the captain’'s cabin,
and $20,000,000 in gold bullion will be
awaiting me. The treasure can’t sink
into the mud, for it is hard sand and
rock bottom. I have but to fasten the
boxes to cables and have them hauled
up.

“I shall start in a few days. The
expedition will start from San Fran-
cisco for New Zealand. We shall out-
fit the expedition in Dunedin, in the
south of New Zealand, and sail for
the Aucklands in a chartered schoon-
o

Capt. Sorensen has served in the
United States navy. It was he who
dived to the wreck of the ill-fated Pa-
cific mail steamer Rio Janeiro, which
sank in the Golden Gate, costing the
lives of many passengers, including
United States Comsul Wildman, his
daughter.
