This 
calculation would make an expendi- 
ture in paint alone of $210,000. Add 
to this the outlay for canvas of over 
$20,000 and a possible $340,000 for 
frames and one can readily compre- 
hend the capital and labor required 
before the big salons are thrown open 
for inspection. The sculptors’ mater- 
ials are more costly than those of the 
painters, but are consumed in smaller 
quantities. The yearly average in the 
spring salons is probably not more 
than 1,300 statues, which include busts 
and statuettes. Modern French art 
has produced two great geniuses, Rod- 
in and the late Puris de Chevannes, 
Rodin, of course, is still lalive, and 
Puris de Chevannes has an heir to his 
glory in Rene Menard, whose wonder- 
ful decorations for the law school of 
Paris made such a stir at the salon 
of 1909.
