Admiral Dewey Prqiﬁiés*to Form Re-
serve List of Officers.

.. 'Washington, Jan. 6.—The creation of
a reserve list of the navy to which com-
manders and captains who have
a given age shall be transferred, is the
chief recommendation contained in a
loug letter which Admiral Dewey, presi-
dent of the naval general board, on be-
half of the board, has addressed to the
secretary of the United States navy de-
partment because of their anxiety over
“the second condition of the commis-
sioner persounel of the navy” and “the
danger of postponing action to improve
its efficiency.”
. “It is imperative,” the admiral writes,
“that steps be taken to promote the
younger officers to command and flag
ranks, thereby prolenging their tenure of
respousible commands, ensuring in the
highest ranks officers who have had ex:
per!ence in other than subordinate
duties.”
To bring this about the board recom-
mends that all captains on reaching the
age of sixty shall be placed on the re-
serve list, and that this age limit shall
ibe decreased to fifty years; that all pres-
