We sincerely regret that
resort should have been had to anything
in the nature of -a beycott, because it is
hardly the way in which to settle bus-
iness disputes; and we trust that om fur-
ther counsideration the coast merchants
will take this view of the situation. In
any event, whether the present attitude
be maintained or not, this company will
continue to do its whole ty to the
coast cities, as it has during the past
twenty years.”

At the meeting of the beard of trade
of Vancouver on Thursday afternoon,
which was briefly.. mentioned in a
despatch, appearing in the Colonist
yesterday morning, R. P. McLeanan,
president  of the board of trade, occu-
pied the chair.
