THE DEBATE AT OTTAWA,

MR. MACKENZIE DEFINES HIS
TARIFF VIEWS AGAIN.

E OO
Had He Seen Yesterday’'s World ?—He Will Pre-
serve Vested Rights—In Favor of a 17} per
cent. Tariff—Plumb in Poetry.
(From Our Special Corresponpent.)

OtrTAwa, March 7.—In the house to-day
petitions were presented for half an hour.
Among them was one from Toronto pray-
ing that the Toronto, Grey and Bruce be
not allowed to amalgamate with the Grand
Trunk.

Mr. Robertson introduced a bill affecting
the Saskatrhewan Valley railway company
and a bill incorporating the American
electric light company of Canada was read
a first time.

THE DISCUSSION ON_THE BUDGET

was resumed. _

Bucoli¢ Plumb then rises to his feet,

And sadly eyes his chieftain’s vacant seat.

First he thanks God his Queen still lives and rules;
Then curses cranksand damns the tribe of fools.
Thereafter wags his ceaseless tongue for hours,

Now lauds his chief, now causes Blake to cower,

Mr. Maickenzie took the floor at 9,30 and
spoke. for little more than an hour, being
obliged to desist then om abeount of his
voice, He attacked the present government
and referred to Sir Charles Tupper’s budget
speech, which was a long bitter coarse
scold, and nothing else. The defeat o
his government in 1878 was contrasted
with the defeat of the conservative
goverument in 1873. .In the one
case there was a defeat of a
well-known political pringiple ; in the
other case hon. gentlemen sold their
country for a sum of money and retired
with ignominy, The speaker upheld the
doctrine of free trade, and said a 174 per
cent tariff was sufficient protestion for
manufactures ; that tariff was sufficient to
protect every legitimate industry in the
country. Protection as a  system
was a relic of barbarism. In
regard to the charge made against him
that his policy, would be to kiil off our
manufacturers by inches,” he said that i
the liberal party were in power it conld
not disregard the interests that may have
been created by legislation, and that while
there must be a return some time
to sound principles of fiscal legisla-
tion, that return would have to be

considered in connection with the interests
that have been created. The speaker knew
of his knowledge that some of the factories
said by Sir Leonard Tilley in his list to be
new ones were not so. One in Toronto
employing over 200 hands was simply one

removed from Newcastle, and he knew of
three others of ‘the same nature. The
speaker held that agricaltural industry had
not at all profited by the mational policy,

and to say it had was to talk against
the market prices of the past
two years. Finally he cited France
and Germany as two  countries

where the pevple had been excited into
hostile classes under their protective policy,

and obliged hundreds of thousands to leave
their homes for this continent.

Mr. Coursol (Montreal) followed in
French.

Mr. Charlton moved the adjournment of
the debate, and the house adjourned at
11 30.

The Organ Case at Cooke's Church Revived—Mr.

Jobn .Oliver’s] Suspension.
By far the (l]%'eliest if not the most im-
which came before the To-
ronto presbytefy last night was the appeal
of Mr. John Oliver against his suspension
from Cooke’s.church for charging Mr. J.
W. McMichagl, a member of the
same church, © with perjury. The
hearing of the appeal lasted from 9 o’clock
last night until 1.30 this morning. The
case grew out of the once famous organ
case at Cooke’s thurch, and the facts are
pretty well known to the readers of the
daily papers.

On Deec. 17,1880 Mr. Oliver and other
members of the chfirch were charged at the
police court with gntering the church and
removing the or.nt from the basement to
the public ghreet.  For this action
they were:- figed. Mr. Oliver sab-
sequently charged Mr. MeMichael, vne of
the witnesses in the case, with perjury,
There was no ground for the charge and
the accuser was suspended from the church
for ‘“‘making a grave and false charge
against a brother christian.” The matter
was fully investigated by the session of
Coboke’s church and three assessors appoint-
ed by the presbytery, Rev. Prof. McLaren,
Rev. Dr. Reid, and Rev. Mr. Gilroy,
The hearing Jasted = for six nights
and much evidence was taken in
the case. The decision of the session
was appealed against last night, and proved
very protracted and at times lively. Mr.
Oliver claimed that the session of ‘the
church did not treat his case fairly, and
that there was considerable personal feeling,|
in the matter, and particularly on the part
of Rev. Mr. Kirkpatrick, the pastor. An-
other grouud of comyplaint was that he had
sent in two written appeals to the session,
but that he had not heen informed by the
latter which one was to be. acted upon by
them.

Prof. McLaren explained as leader of the
case for the assessors that Mr. Oliver had
sen in oneappeal on Saturday, and another
on Monday with a requestithat the latter
be the one acted upon. The second one was
endorsed across the corner ‘‘Substituted by
request for a former appenl.” and the pres-
bytery devided that the latter was the pro-
per one to act upon. The evidence
taken at the police court trial was then
read to the meeting, and Mr. Oliver made
a defence of his appeal from manuscript.
