AN AGNES-STREET HOUSE.

Pound Bloody and Biceding With & Rope
Around Her Neck—~8he Dies Shortly After
Reing Removed to thio fospital—Wihat

" tho Nelglibors Say—She Could Not Have
Hanged Mersel, the Surroundings
Would Indieate.

The
woman was still alive when discovered, but
would not say anything about how she came
to be in the condition in which she was
found. The detectives now have the case in
hand and will make every possible effort to
throw some light'on the mystery before the
inquest takes place. :

Miss Speers’ body was first discovered by &
Mrs, Ward, who lives in-the adjoining house.
There is a cupboard in: Mrs. Ward’s house
against the partition between Mrs, Ward'’s
house and the house where Miss Speers has
lived. Mrs, Ward was in the act
of taking some dishes out’ of this cupboard
when she heard her name called out. She
listened intently and heard a voice which she
recognized as that of Miss Speers, weak and
faint as it was, calling :“Mrs. Ward, Mrs,
Ward.” She immediately went into
Mrs. Speers’ houss and there saw
a sight which, as she told a World reporter
last night, “fairly took her breath away.”
Miss Speers’ body was lying in the western
corner at the back of the kitchen. Thetable,
a common board one, was beside her. It was
covered with blood and there was blood spat-
tered on the floor around the table. Misg Speers
lay on the floor with a rope oosely
over her neck. She was still alive, but was
breathing faintly and seemed to be very
weak from loss of blcgog.

When the police searched the house yester-
day they were unable to find any bank book
or deposit receluse;rt. Jackson also says that
Miss Speers to have a gold watch, but
the pogoe did not find this. Among her ef-
fects were some letters and several doc-
tor's  prescriptions.

Whe Was the Peddliar?

This is all that is known about the peddlar,
and up to late last night no further trace of
him had been discovered. .

When the woman was brought to the
hospital her face was covered with blood and
there was blood in both ears.
