A Bible, Religious Cnrds nud a Bloody
Butcher Knife Among His Treasures.
Lyons, N:Y., Feb. 928.—*‘Curt” Perry, as

the daring young desperado and train rob-

ber,Oliver (gurtiu Perry,is fumiliarly known
about his old Syracuse home, is decidedly
less chipper than he was before the heavy
shackles were put on his feet, as the result

of his little planto get out of 'jail with a

wooden key to be made by his father,

Oliver H. Perry, the Syracuse carpenter.

Vanity has no small part in the youthful

criminal’s make-up, and it has been evi-

dent ever since his capture that he is very
proud of his . dare-devil exploit, and par-
ticularly of his skill with the revolver.

v Perry a Bible Student.

Some insight into the curious character
6f this now historical criminal is gained b
a study of the contents of the valise which
the detectives captured at Syracuse. At
some time bx other this singular being
seems really tohave been filled with re-
ligious fervor. A beattifully-bound Bible
and Testament weye among his effects, and
in 'both scores of verses bad been marked,
sometimes in red ik, and underscored and
double underscored and marked around theg
margin. One of /these passages Was in
Corinthians x., il i

For the wea| of our warfare are not
carnal, but mighty through God even to the
pulling down of strongholds. .

_ Probably the suggestion of seven-shooters
and jaily in the t‘weapons” and ‘‘strong-
holds” of the passage is what caught the pro-
fessional attention of Mr. Perryiin this in-
stance. Side by side with the scriptures
was an indecent book in Spanish.

Wrapped in a’red railroad flag, such as is
used for danger signals and which Perry
doubtless expected to use in some train-
robbing exploit, were a couple of envelopes
stuffed full of printed psalms and hynins
and extracts from religious papers, breajh-
ing the most fervid a%irit of piety. Then
there was that horribly ghastly arti‘%e
which Perry afterwards explained: that he
kept because he wanted it for a mantel or-
pament—to wit, the severed ear of a negro
with hideous chunks of flesh hanging to it
and which Perry said he cut off himself.

Pictures of the Gentler Sex.

Besides this disgusting trophy were the

fotures of three women; two of them in a

autiful Russia leather pocketbook made
for the purpose, and one in a frame with a
back support so it could be })lu.ced upon a
table. One of the pictures in the pocketbook
was a tin-type of a mereslip of a irl not far
along in her teens, and the other wasa
cabinet photograph of a coarse-faced
woman, and it had been taken in Wilming-
ton, Del. Twined about the tin-type of
the young:girl was a long and slender braid
of jet-black silky hair.

“The picture in the frame was of a pleas-
ant-faced, kindly-lookhxﬁnwoman in spec-
tacles, probably the Sunday school teacher
in Troy who is supposéd to have had some
infiuence over the, bandit. Beneath it is
writtén in Perry’s hand, “My Mother,
Dec. 21, 1891,” so|it is pretty evident that
“my mother” kmew where this precious
scoundrel was when the detectives were
ransacking the country in search of him.

Other Strange Trophlies,

"A long-bladed butcher knife in a leather
case, and with the\blade splattered clear to
the hilt with spotsfpf blood rust, was in a
bandle with two religious cards, one in the
shape of an artist’ipalette and bearing the
inscription in silver lettering, *‘The Lord
Hath Risen”; the other in the form of a bell

and municipal public works.
