New Yorxk, June 10.—Mr. G. W. Smal-

ley cables The Tribune from London as fol-
lows:

The week ends as it began with clanse
three of the Home Rule Bill still under dis-
cussion in committee of the House of Com-
mons. The closure has been freely applied,
and the debate kept within narrow limits,
important as are some of the pro-

' posals  discussed — criminal  conspiracy,
sedition, shipping, customs, duties, alien-
age. Whether these and other matters not
less sericus shall be within the legisla-
tive jurisdiction of the Irish Parliament
. are surely fair questions to raise and to de-
bate. The Irish and Radicgls would cut
{them all off by the closure if they could.
The ministerial majority has varied, some-
times approaching 50, sometimes approach-
ing 30, but the average has been below 40,
An Organ’s Bitter Parody.

The sittings, though important, have
been dull, except on Monday, when Mr.
Chamberlain raised the question of privilege
on a fabricated and purely fictitious report
in The Daily News of the proceedings in
the House last week. On Thuréday that
veracious organ described an imaginary
scene in which Mr. Gladstone was continu-
ally insulted and by Mr. Chamberlain most
grossly of all. Mr. Gladstone, in a speech
of admirable dignity, told the House that
nothing of theikind had- occurred, and the

uestion of privilege was dropped, Mr.

four exprobsing for his party his
kigh sense of Mr. Gladstone’s services,
Excuses were offered for the' organ and re-
peated by the organ next morning. The
report was a parody, it appears. Let us
assume that it was intended to be, though
a very bitter one. But there was nothing
to indicate this to the ingenuous reader.

Gladstoniana Bolting.

If it has been a dull week in committee,
wot so in the lobbies and caucuses, nor in
the private councils of Ministers and
their supporters. : Two Gladstonians
have abandoned their party—Mr. Bol-
ton and Mr. Saunders; a third, Sir
Edward Reed, has revolted against Irish
dictation, which is pretty much the same
thing as withdnging himself from the
jurisdiction of the Gladstonian whips, and
a fourth, whose name nced not be mention-
ed just yet, is under grave suspicion of dis-
loyalty. Mr. Bolton is voting against his
party. Mr. Saunders contents himself
with not voting for them. He is an ab-
sentee. Sir Edward Reed holds himself
free to do either, saying: ‘I will do what I
can to see that Home Rule' does not,
under Irish . didtation, -injure interests
which far exceed.in importance any Irish
ones.” He will do his best also to prevent
its “‘already surprisingly large provisions”
from being further enlarged in committee.

The Irish Are Angry.

The crack of the Irish whip is louder
than ever. The Irish’ Nationalists have
looked on angrily, while Mr. Gladstone was
making, as they thought, concessio after
concession to their enemies. It was sup-
posed he had learned his lesson last week,
when Mr. Sexton rebuked him and he
apologized and promised to behave better in
future and accept no amendment without
the permission of his Irish friends. But
“‘discipline” had to be applied again
early this week. Again the warning voice
of Mr. Sexton was heard, and since it was
not heeded the whole anti-Parnellite party
suddenly broke loose and voted against the
Government. sixty Koglish, Scotch and
Welsh Radicals following them into
the lobby. The particnlar question at issue
was of no great consequence. It was the
moral effect which they aimed at. Minis-
ters were indebted to their opponents for
a majority. 1f the Unionists had chosen
to vote against them they would, have been
left in a minority of 100,

X Friction in the Ranks,

Meantime, between Mr. Gladstone and
some of his other supporters there is no
slight degree of friction. The Radicals,
who care comparatively little about the
Home Rule bill, which is Mr. Gladstone’s
all in all, are keen to press it in order to
make room for measures which do interest
them. They have put every kind of avail-
able pressure on their revered leader to
coerce him into’ coercing the committee,
At present he resists, knowing better than
these impatient gentlemen what can
be donme and what cannot, be
dope in the House of Commons.
Their impatience takes shape in public
suggestions in the press that they under-
stand leading the House of Commons bet-
ter than Mr. Gladstone does. The Daily
News rebuked him for talking too much,
and not him only, but some of his col-
leagues. They held Mr. John Morley up
to ridicule as ‘‘garrulous.” They applauded
Sir William Harcourt’s conduct of business,
and gave it to be inferred that ii only Sir
Willlam were in-and held command Home
Rule and everything would go on swim
mingly.

Radicals in a Ferment,

The Radicals got together to talk
thiugs over and it was announced that
*‘Radical and Aanti-Parneilite councils”
were being held. Mr. Labouchere held
one of his own in Northampton and echoed
the complaints of the organ he has sold out
of. “Mr. Gladstone talks too much,” cried
the eminent guerilla, for whom the talka-
tive Mr. Gladstone could find no place in
his Government.

Mr, Sexton’s Resignation.

The still more redoubtable Mr. Sexton
bas resigned his seat in the Hous@ of Com-
mons or offered to resign. This act is not
directly due, it appears, to despair, but
arises out of the old Freeman’s Journal

varrel on which the Irish party
3iﬂers from Mr, Sexton and said
so  yesterday. But  Mr. Sexton,
though tedious, is their best Parliamentary
hand. His retirement would leave the

journal in London and certainly a devoted
fmrtiunof Home Rule. There is'a grow-
ng rence of opinion that there must
be an appeal to the country before any
Home Raule Bill whatever can become law.

SIR MORELL MACKENZIE,

The FPublication of His Life Causes a
Commotion,

Loxpox, June 10.—The publication of
Rev. R. Haweis’ life of Sir Morell
Mackenzie has caused unusual commotion
in the columns of the newspapers, which
are enlivened every day by conflicting let-
ters and intecviews with the vasious
parties concerned, but it is diffi-
cult to  arrive at the  truth
of the matter. So far it appears that the
family made no objection to the book until
the Empress Frederick expressed a desire
for its suppression. Mr. Haweis and the
publishersdeclare that they would havebeen
willing to suppress it if a reasonable
amount for expénses had been paid.
The Ex-Kaiserin appears to have been un-
willing to pay the money herself and the
Mackenzie family is trying to enlist
sympathy by condemning Mr. Haweis’
treatment of the subject. The consensus
of opinion is that it would have been bet-
ter if Mr. Haweis had refrained trom
reviving memories of a bitter controversy.

4 BRITISH GENERAL KILLED.

Major-Geuneranl 8ir John Hudson Killed by
a Fall From His Horse,

BouBay, June 11.—Major-General Sir
John Hudson, commander of the British
forces in Bombay, bas been thrown from
his horse at Poona and kiiled.

GENERAL HUDSON’S CAREER.

Major-General Sir John Hudson was born in
1838. His father was Captain J. Hudson, R.N.
He entered the army in 1853 and was promoted
to the rank of major-general in 1887, He served
in the Persian campaign, the Iondian mutiny,
taking part in the - relief of Lucknow apd the
Abyssinjan aod Afghan campaigns. He was
made a £.B. in 181 and a K.C.B. in 1887, Sir
i)olm married a daughter of Major-General Have-
ock.,

CHOLERA INCREASING.

Disquieting Reports from Southern France
and Elsewhere,

Paris, June 11, —Cholera has shown it-
self at Narbomne in the Departmens of
Aude on the railway from rdeaux to
Cetre, and having communication with
the Mediterranean through the ¢anal of
Narbonne, which  traverses the town. Dr.
Mecle of the Narbonne Hospital has died
of a diseage which is pronounced cholera.

Seventy Deaths in Becca.

ALExaNDRrI1A, Egypt, June I11l.—The
number of deaths from cholera in Mecca
vesterday was 70, indicating that the
disease is on the increase.

England Watchful,

LoxNpoN, June Il.—President H, H.
Fowler of the Local Government Board has
canceled the suinmer leave granted to the
medical men attached to the Local Gov-
ernment Board, and has ordered an un-
ceasing watch kept at all British ports
against the entrance of cholera and other
diseases until the end of September.

Convicts Barbarously Treated.

St. PETERSBURG, June 10.—A newspaper
in Vladivostock publishes an account of the
terrible abuse of convicts on' the Island of
Onera. The man in charge is a convicy
who was promoted for good behavior. He
subjected the convicts to such barbarous
treatment that 20 of them mutilated them-
selves to escape’ his cruelty. Others have
fled into the wilderness of Talga, where
they have suffered from cold and hunger.
Of those who have fled few are now alive,
and they have sustained themselves only by
eating their former companions.

THREE CASES OF TUBERCULOSIS

Found Among Uanadian Cattie Landed at
Glasgow,

OTTAWA, June 11.—A Londof: daily cables
to its correspondent here that three cases of
tuberculusis have been discovered among
cattle arriving at Glasgow from Canada,
and that the matter+has been reported to
the British Government, who will cause an
investigation to be made.

The newspaper in question asks its cor-
respondent to look into the extent to which
tuberculosis prevails in Canada and the
injury that will be inflicted upon the Cana-
dian cattle trade if the British Government
decides to make tuberculosis the pretext
for scheduling Canadian cattle.

The Edy Trngedy.

MoNTREAL, June 10.—The Edy tragedy
has ceased to cause much excitement. The
public generally accept the theory of mur-
der and suicide, and this also is the opinion
of the police. Mr. O.- H. Edy is indignant
at the statement in an American paper
that he was guilty of the slaying of his
father, mother and sister. The story ap-
peared in The Buriington Free Press and
he has instructed a legal firm here to sue for
heavy damages.

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FALL RIVER MURDER TRIAL.

LIZZIE BORDEN BEARS UP BRAVE-
LY, BUT I8 NERVOUS.

Officers Refused Admission to the House
on Friday to Make a Further Senrch—
Acrangements as to the Admissibility
of the Prsoner’s FEvidenee - The
Broken Hatochet Again,

New Brprorp, Mass., June 11.—Miss
Borden took her seat yesterday at8.56
o’clock. She  looked quite fresh and rosy
and appeared more interested in her sur-
soundings than heretofore. Yesterday she
fingered her fan and used it to express her
thoughts and feelings; to-day her smelling
bottle had the prominent place within the
grasp of her fingers, and she toyed with the
little glass stopper somewhat nervously as
she furtively glanced about under the brim
of her black lace hat. :

Lieut, Edson on the Witness Staod,

The first witness called was Lieut. Edson
of the Fall River police force, who testified
as follows:

““At 8.40 o'clock last night I went to the
Borden house in consequence of instructions,
but was refused admnission. I sent word to
Miss Emma Borden, 'requesting to be ad-
mitted, but was refused. Officer Mahoney
was with- me. On the morning of Aug. 5
I took two wood axes,a hand ax and a
small shingle hatchet from the Bérden
house. The axes and hatchet were taken
to the Central Police Station and I haven’t
had anything to do with them since. When
I was at the house on the morning of the
5th I was talking with Emma, and Lizzie
came in and asked Bridget whether she was

AN EXCITING MEETING.

The Sub-Commiitee Stll Grappliag With
the Straet Railw Problem—Some
Lively Passages in Debate,

At the meeting of the sub.committes of
the Board of Works Saturday afternoony
which was held with a view of devising a
tmethod of clearing away the existing diffi-
culties with the street railway, the City
Engineer brought forward a number of
clauses to add to the new agreement which
is hcinhdnw_n u,p.

Mr. Laidlaw, for the street railway, ob-
jected strongly to a clausa’ which provided
for the signing of specifications in blank by
the Toronto Railway Company.

The Engineer in his suggested alterations
re-arrauged some of City Solia-
tor Biggar's seutences which that
official pronounced a rather strange
proceeding, as he considered that his educa-
tion was in every way equal to that of Mr.

The Mayor tried to jump on Mr. Biggar
for getting ‘‘hot” over sach a trifle, but the
City Solicitor did not propose to take any
censure from His Worship, and he didn’t
either, as Chairman Lamb sided in with
him and requested the Mayor to resume
his seat, which His Worship did.

Discussed by the Labor Men,

At a special meeting of the Trades and
Labor Council Saturday evening it was re.
solved that in the opinion of the council it

When I carried the axes to. the station I
carried them openly in my hand and uséd
no bag at all. When I got through the
cellar I went tothe barn and pitched the
hay over. There were others there with
me and some of them took away lead, I
think. “Then we searched the lamber
pile in the yard but found nothing there.
After that we went into the cow yard and
I had no trouble getting over the fence.”

On cross examination the testimony of

the witness did not differ materially,
Other Testimony.

Officer Medley described his finding of
the handless hatchet covered with coarse
dust or ashes, except on the new break.

The prisoner leaned forward and anxiots-
ly watched the witness as he said that it
was more than likely she consulted Marshal
Hillard about the case when McHenry was
present.

Officer Desmond  testified to finding a
handiess hatchet, contending that the dust
on it was véry much coarser than any other
dust in the cellar.

State Detective Seaver testified to finding
the handless hatchet covered with dust,
giving more positive evidence than the
other officers.

He also described the examination of the
dresses and the blood spots tound in the
house. ‘On cross-examination he said he
could not tell within three months as to the
time when the break in the hatchet handle
was made.

Govetnor Robinson examined the witness
cirefully as to the dresses searched, and
confused him about them, his embarrass-
ment appearing to amuse the prisoner.

Officer Samuel P. Mahony of the Fall
River police was sworn. He said: “I went
with Mr. Edson yesterday to the Borden
house, but could not get in. On May 30 I
got a package in Boston from Prof. Wood,
acting under direction of the city marshal.
On June 2 I returned it to Prof. Wood.
All the intervening time 1t was in my
custody.”

Lizzie Borden’s counsel and Charles J.
Holmes searched the cellar of the Borden
house last night, but could not find the
broken hatchet handle which Officer Mull-
ally swore was in & box with the head of
the implement when he searched after the
murders.

Uoncerning Miss Borden’s Evidence.

The following agreement relative to the
admissibility of Miss Borden’s evidence has
been signed by her and by the District At-
torney. The matter will be argued at
length on Monday:

1. The declarations offered are the testi-
mony uoder oath of the accused in a judi-
cial proceeding, namely, an inguest as to
the cause of death of the two persons
named in the indictment now on trial, duly
notified and held by and before the District
Court in Fall River, in accordance with the
provisions of the public statutes.

2. The defendant was not then under
arrest, but, three days before the %ime of
givinﬁsuch testimony, was notified by the
City Marshal and Mayor of Fall River that
she was suspected of committing the crimes
charged in the indictment on trial; and the
house and the 1nmates, including the de-
fendant, were thereafter, until her arrest,
under the constant observation ot police
officers of Fall River specially detailed for
that purpose and stationed around the
house.

3. Thatbefore she sotestified she wasduly
summoned by a subpcena to attend said in-
quest and testify thereat.

4. That before she so testified she re-
quested, through her counsel, A. J. Jen-
nings, of the District Attorney and the
judge to presidq and. presiding at said in-
quest, the privilege to have her said counsel
there present, which request was refused by
both the Distriot Attorney and the judge,
and said counsel was not present.

6. Then when her testimony so given was
concluded she was not allowed to leave the
court house and was thereupon placed under
arrest upon a warrant issued upon the
charge and accusation of having committed
the crimes set forth im this indictment.
Said warrant was issued upon a complaint
sworn to by said City Marshal after the
conclusion of the testimony of the defend-
ant at the inquest, being the same com-
plaint upon which the defendant wes tried
before said District Court and held to
answer before the grand jury. Said  City
Marshal‘'was present at the inquest when
the defendant testified.

6. Prior to said inquest, to wit, on the
next day -before she was summoned as
above stated, a complaint charging her with
the murder of the two persons as to whose
deaths the inquest was held, was sworn to
by said City Marshal, and a warrant issued
thereon for the arrest of the detendant and
placed in the hands of said City Marshal.
Tne City Marshal did not serve this war-
rant and the defendant was not informed of
it. Noaction was taken on daid warrant,
but the same was returned after the con-
clusion of the defendant’s testimony and
before the issuance of the warrant upon’
which she was arrested.

7. That before giving her testimony as
above she was not cautioned by said court
or said DistrictjAttorney that she was not
obliged to testify to anything which might
incriminate herself, but said counsel was
informed that he could, before defendant
testified, confer with her in relation fhere-
to, and he did. k

8. The nature and character of the testi-
mony offered may be considered by the
court in determining the question of its
admisibility.

The Building Was Condemned As-Unsafe
In 1881—Clerks Had Previously Dis-
cussed Menns of Escape.

‘WasHINGTON, June 10,—With few excep-
tions those who were fortunate enough to
escape the fate which met their dead or
maimed comrades by the collapse of Ford’s

Theatre yesterday know only that they

have escaped, and as a rule they know in
what manuer th-(y managed to do so, but of
the movements of others and of the collapse
of the building they are more ignorant than
is & private soldier in a great battle of the
general scheme of the whole conflict.

Unfit for Human Oceupancy,

show that the collapsed building was for
years known officially to be unfit for human
occupancy by reason not only of structural
weakuess, but also because of its defective.

¥. B. Keefer, a copyist in the office,

wreck. He and his fellow clerk, G, A.
Camp, had a few days before calculated the
possibility ot an accident and the methods
of escape. Mr. Keefer said: -About two
or three days ago I thought the building
looked kind of unssfe. Yon kmow the
were working underneath. Camp and
were talking of how we would get out in
case of fire. . There was only one exit from
the building, the stairway leading out on
Tenth-street. No fire escape on the build-
ing.  There were four windows on the
second floor, but three of them had venti-
lators in them, so it was not easy to get out,
Then there was a window leading from a
closet room off our room. Our scheme was
to climb out the window, hang on to a
sash, and with our feet resting on the rain-
t, hang on to the shutters and drop to
ground about six feet below.

I waa sitting at my desk and all of a sud-
den there was a érash in the west end of the
buildin. It wasmore like an explosion than
anything else. I ran towards Campand
about a dozen others followed me. I ran
through the closet room and reached the
window first. It was locked and so I kick-
ed out the sash and then was going to carry
outny scheme. = But the crowd behind
shoved and was pushing me out of tha win-
dow. Mr. Ruff grabbed me by the coat and
pulled me back, but the whole mob was
pushing behind and he conld do nothing, so
I was forced out and landed in the alley, a
floor below, on my thigh. Col. Arnold jump-
ed out of the window about the same time,
going through the central window in which
are the ventilator shafts. He would have
landed all right but for the fact that he
‘struck on & shed over a doorway. This
tarned him and he struck the ground on
his head. Captain Miller followed out
of theannex window. He climbed down
on the spout and then out to a
shutter, but slipped and fell, breaking
both legs. Soon after I got out I ran over
to the Atlantic building and saw the Engi-
meer, who brought out & couple of ladders.
W e raised one to the gecond story window.
The crowd on the third floor were at the
windows abont to jump or be pushed out.
They would surely have been killed. We
yelled to them to wait a minute. A colured
clerk, Basil Robinson,climbed the telegraph
pole and I banded him a second ladder,
which he tied to the window on the third
story by a thin ro The peopl? then
scrambled out fast and about 30 were saved
in that way. Several of the other clerks in
third story escaped by jumping over to the
roof of a cigar store next door, about three
feet below the window.

The Coroner’s Inquest.

The coroner’s jury was chosen to-day and
the inquest has begun. Coroner Patterson
superintended the removal of the bodies,
and as fast as possible gave certificates of
burial. Some of the victims were so hor-
ribly mangled that it was|impossible to re-
cognize them and they had to be identified
by their clothing or the numbers attached
to them.

The remains of the dead victims of the
horrible wreck have nearly all been dis-
posed of.

A Day of Funerals,

Washington was to-day a city of funerals,
and all day long mourners have gone about
the city. :

1nquiry confirms the statement that none
of the victims were men of property. Most
of them lived on their salaries which
turnished means of livelihood, but left littie
for a day like this. Most of them were
married and some had large families who
are now left, if not entirely dependent upon
friends and relatives, at least lacking in
funds for immediate use.

Tlte injured in Friday’s catastrophe now
in the hospitals are, with the exception of
two, in a fair way to recovery.

Two Mere Deaths Expected.

The serious cases are those of J. P. Me-
Coamack of Wisconsin and Frank Metcalte
of Massachusetts. The former received a
depressed fracture of the ribs and has been
in a critical condition. Eeath is likely to
occur before morning.

Mr. Metcalfe sustained a dislocated hip
and was doing as well as could be expected
under the circumstances until pneumoniu
developed and the physicians are now un-
able to predict the result in hiscase. A.P.
Whitney is at home suffering greatly and
is in a precarious condition.

Deputy Coroner Shafsr was engaged to-
day in making preparations for the inquest,
which will be resumed to-morrow.

NO PROGRESSIN THE SOLUTION OF
THE EDY TRAGEDY.

Something About thdé.Man With a Club—
TIracing the Wearer of the Grey Over-
alls—The Deminion Government, it is
Expected, Will Offer o Reward—Crimes
of the Past,

Nurr’s CorNER, VIA LAcoLLE, June 11.—
On32 week ago Friday the Edy family were
murdered and no positive clue has yet been
found ss to the guilty parties. Yet.every-
thing possible is being done to clear up the
mystery. The work goes slow, it is true,
but everything is being carefully looked
after and every person that is in the least
suspected is asked to give an account of her
or himself. There are of course a fow
things, small in themselves, which might
point to certain persons, but though they
are being looked after, they are in most

cases hardly of the kind to warrant the
publication of names.

The Man With Grey Overalis and a Club,

It is the intention ' to organize a search
party and, starting from the Edy farm,
go straight west acrosscountry till the woods
mentioned yesterday are reached, for the
purpose of seeing if any further trace of the
man in groy overalls, with the club and a
cast in his eye, can be found.

Bygone Crimes Recalled.

When the people hereabouts get tired of
discussing the tragedy, they change off to
those that have occurred.in the past, and &
stranger is pretty certain to hear of the fire
that took place at the time of the rebellion
of ’37, and the peculiar adventure of Doctor
Brigham of Phillipsburg. All these things
occurred near the Nuti’s Corner Postoffice,
which has been the scene of many sensa-
tional affairs. The Brigham case was quite
a sensational one in its way. The doctor,
who is but recently deceased and had
represented the county in Parliament, was
one night called out of his bed on the pre-
tence that a man had broken his leg on
Beech Ridge. He went out with the mun,
who had a horse and wagon in waiting, and
drove off. Beveral times the driver, who
was unknown to the doctor, tried to go up
the wrong road, but always changed his
mind when the doctor told him he was in
error, apologizing on the ground that
he was not very familiar with the
roads in the dark. Finally they came
to the houss where the supposed sick
man was, and on entering the doctor was
madea prisoner and told to sign certain]
legal papers on pain of death. From later
developments it appeared that two men
were in the plot, but one of the men’s in-
ability to dececive the doctor in regard to
the road prevented his meeting the ac-
complice who was waiting somewhere else.
As it was, the doctor found himself in
company with his captor and the latter’s
wife. The doctor at first firmly refused,
but after many threats appeared to give in,
and expressed a desire to see the papers.
No sooner had the man started to go up-
stairs than the Doctor dashed through a
bay window and ran for his life, seekin;

rotection in the house of the late Davi
Nutt, after whom Nutt’s Corner Postoffice
was named. \%e man was duly pursued,
and his house, which was a very fine one,
burned to the ground shortly -afterwards.
This happened 10 or 15, years age. . ..~
' One Clue Not Followed,

But to return to the Edy case. One
clue which has not yet been followed up is
that of the four men who boarded the train
at St. Armand station on Saturday morn-
ing. They got on board of the north-
bound train at ¥1.30, Three of them hid
in the cattle car And the fourth underneath
the brakesman'stiq. Three of them were
from 23 to 28 years old and one of about21.
This last mentioned %Ml asandy mustache.
He wore a stiff hat, dark clotheés and a
blue flannel shirt. His eyes were very
prominent and building, and he spoke
quickly. They wentas far as 8t. Johos,
and spent about a dollar for drinks, mostly
in one and five cent pieces. The oldest
wore a blue shirt and a stripped blue tie
with reddots. The youngest wasabout five
feet seven inchesin height, and thin. They
camefrom back of Phillipsburg to St. Ar-
mand station and their clothes were wet
up to their knees, as if they had been walk-
ing in the swamps. They wore what are
known in England as Lancashire shoes.
They asked for a Montreal morning paper,
and after glancing over it left in a hurry.
On Monday they were seen in Lacadie.
There are any number of people who be-
lieve that there is some connection between
the four men and the stranger with the cast
in his eye and the club., There was lots of
time for them to go to Phillipshurg by way
of the scene of the murder and give them a
wide margin to commit the murder at their
leisure.

Additional Rewards Expeocted.’

There is every expectation ab present
that the ‘Dominion Government will also
offer a reward. The Hon. G. B. Baker of
Sweetsburg has written to them on the sub-
ject.
