The Grand Trunk Railway Company is 
making a strenuous effort to reduce the 
personal injury record on their lines. 
In this campaign for greater safety they 
find that one of the greatest sources of 
danger which they have to combat is that 
of live stock upon the tracks. These us­
ually get upon the tracks by being allowed 
to run upon the highways near railway 
crossings. This practice not only occas­
ions serious loss by death of the animals, 
but is a great source of danger to the 
travelling public and railway employees. 
A number of serious accidents have te- 
cently occured due to this cause. The 
farmers, especially those living along the 
railways, can greatly assist in removing 
this source of danger by keeping their 
gates and fences in good order and by 
seeing to ft that stock is not allowed upon 
the highway in the vicinity of crossings, 
also by reporting to the company’s em­
ployees any defects in the railway fences.

This expresses Canada, the obedient 
offspring of the British Empire, but the 
independent, self-governing Dominion 
from Vancouver to the Atlantic. Im­
mediately on Great Britain’s declaration 
of war Canada rose to her defence. The 
lion’s growl was echoed by the whelp.

There is no law which compels Canada 
to do this. Great Britain cannot compel 
her to contribute to the defense of the 
mother country one man, one gun, one 
bushel of wheat, one dollar of Canadian 
money, and yet the Dominion has already 
sent millions of flour and grain, three 
regiments of equipped men, batteries of 
guns, and the offer of an unlimited num­
ber of volunteers.

The men who gave a good account of 
themselves in South Africa will not be 
wanting in valor on Europe’s battlefields.

John Locke.
John Locke, whose “Essay on the 

Human Understanding” was the first 
work that attracted attention in Eng­
land to metaphysical speculation, was 
bom at Wrlngton, England, Aug. 29, 
1632, and died at Oates. England, Oct 
28, 1704. The chief purpose of the es­
say was to find the original source and 
scope of human knowledge. The con­
clusions he arrived at In this study 
were that there Is no such thing as “In­
nate Idea; that the human mind Is as 
a sheet of white paper prepared to be 
Written upon; (hat the knowledge 
thereon written Is supplied by experi­
ence and that sensation and reflection 
are the two sources of all onr Ideas.” 
He made the first sketch when he was 
thirty-eight years of age and finished 
It seventeen years later. The book was 
bitterly attacked.
