He believes that the instrument will be
brought to such perfection . as to displace
the stenographic reporter, taking down &
speech with perfect mechanical accuracy
and repeating it for the compositors in the
printing office. Cylinders with messagos
recorded on them will be mailed in appro-
priate cases as letters now are. The ted-
jous methods of writing may, in time, be
largely superseded by the more rapid and
satisfactory method of speaking to a friend.

The next step will be to electrotype the
impressions from the many cylinders so
that copies may be multiplied of any de-
sired musio or speech and sold l¥ke other
wares. Prof. Burchoff, the blind organist,
uses it to record the melodies he composes.
It is proposed that.records be made of the
songs of birds by means of this instrument,
so that it could be reproduced at leisure
and scored by a competent musician.
