REGULATIONS.

Tho fullowing are thoe Regu'ations of the Council of Public Instruction
with reference to all Books, Maps, and Apparatus furnished to Trustees
through the Education Department.

Reg. 1.—They shall be the property of the School Section, and not of
private individuals, (except as specified in Reg. 5.)

Reg. 2—Any pupil, shall bo entitled, free of charge, to the use of
such school books as the teacher may deem nceessary.

Reg 3 —Any pupil shall have the privilege of taking bome with him
any books, &c, which, in the opinion of the teacher, may be required for
study or usc out of gchool

Reg 4.—Dupils, or their parents or’ guardians, shall be responsible
for any damage dono to books beyond veasonable wear and tear.

Reg. 5.—Any pupil desiring it, may be allowed to purchase from the
trustees the books required by him, provided the same bedono without

, prejudice to the claims of other pupils ; the price to be, inall cases, the
same as advertised in the official notice published from time totime in the
Journal of Education, No pupil who has been allowed to purchase a
book shall have any claitn on the trustees for the free use of another of
the same Lind.

Reg. G.—Any section neglecting to provide n sufficient supply of
books, maps, aud apparatus, may be deprived of the public grants,

Reg. 7.—Trustees shall make such further regulations, agreeably to
law, a3 may bo necessary to cnsure the careful use and preservation of
books, maps, and appavatus belonging to the section.

Any scction infringing in any way upon the above regulations will
forfeit the privilege of purchasing books, &c., through the Education
Department. o
