It was now 5.15, four miles had been gone
over, and Hanlan was 30 to Courtney’s 31, so
it would seem the Canadian was improving,
while the American was losing in a propor-
tionate degree. It was thus evident that
Courtney had done his best, and two to one
was offered on the Torento man. Once again
Courtney pulled up, and they became as ex-
actly in line as they were before they started.
It was really and truly wonderful, and
every one on board pronounced it the best
race, without exception, they had ever seen.
At 5:30 Hanlan was rowing at the rate of 29
strokes a minute, and Courtney still 31. At
the four-mile stake Courtney increased his
strokes to 34 per minute and Hanlan to 31.
As the boats passed Point Quesnel, Courtney's
friends, who mustered strongly there, sent up
an encouraging cheer, and both men seemed
to have received an impulse from the inspir-
iting sound, for they bent to their ours and
flew forward faster and faster, the water reced-
ing before them at an unprecedented rate,
Courtney further increasing his stroke to 25,
making nevera splash,while his opponent kept
on calm and almost as relentless as Fateitself,
When within one hundred and fifty yards of
the winning post there was no apparent dis-
tance between them, and Courtney's chances
and Hanlan's seemed perfectly equal. The
next fifty yards is gone over in like manner
Lut it is here that the Toronto man showed
the majesty of his prowess. He collects all
his energics and bit by Dit creeps ahead until
he is perceptibly ahead, and when he passed
the point of victory he had won, as near as
possible, by one length and a quarter, amidst
the deafening cheers of his friends, and the
shrill whistling of the steam engines, thus re-
ceiving for himself the championship of at
Teast the American continent and perhaps the
world. When the race was over the two
shells came alongside, and it is said, Hanlan
exclaimed, % Charley old fellow, I am almost
sorry for winning,” to which the other rejoined
« (th, never mind better luck next time.”
We have received the following letter this
merping from a most relinble sonrce :—
To the Editor of the EVENING POST:
$ir,—I don’t care if a thousand professional
men hold to the contrary, I say, from per-
sonal knowledge, Hanlan never won the late
race honestly. In coming home he crowded
Courtney toward the point of a temporary
hoom lying near the buoys, which compelled
the American to lift his left oar in order to
avoid a capsize. When his point was gained
he sheered ¢ff and passed the winning line
not more than one-third of a length ahead;
Courtney stopped instantly at the goal, while
Hanlan pulled once more, which accounts for
the impression, with some, that the Canadian
was a length or more in advance of his com-
petitor. One word more. If I had a dellar
bet on Courtney, I would never pay until the
battle had been tought over again, all the re-
ferves and judges in the world to the con-
trary notwithstanding.

THE COURTNEY-HANLAN RECEI'T'ION.

As a grand finale to the late contest for the
Championship of America, the reception of
the rival oarsmen at the Victorin Skating
"Rink last might was a success. The rink held

about five thousand people among whowm were
a grent mumber of ladies. At the time ap-
pointed for the opening of the entertainment,
Mesers. Courtney and Huulan, accompanied
by Messrs. Thomas White, M.P., and Alex.
McGibbon, left the Windsor Hotel and walk-
ed to the rink headed by the splendid
band -of the «Vies.” The platform
was well crowded with gentlemen, among
whom were a great number of members of the
press, and several ladivs. The reception on
cutering  was  most  gratifving, the vast
audience arising up and cheering long and
lond ag the rival contestants pussed np the
middle. )

Mr. Avkxaxpenr MeGinnox opened the pro-
ceedings, and ina few words cxplained the
object of the reception, which was to give the
citizens of Montreal an opportunity of secing
the two onvsmien.  He further dwelt upon the
sneeessful efforts of the committee to render
the race o success.

Mr. Jostick Joissoy then addresscd the
meeting: He had no doubt but that there
wonld be many anxious enruiries as to why he
was thereto-night. The inquiries wereinei-
dental to human nature. Many people in this
world were more anxions about the morals of

| their neighbourthan their own. (Langhter.) In
"answer to these, he answered, “becanse he

chose to come. '(Applause.) And if asked

4 further why he chose to come, he would answer
“thit he very naturally felta throb of pleasure

in thesuccess of his fellow-citizen ; and he

*| would glve another and more substantial rea-

son, ilmt whereas our countryman had
the good chance to win the race yesterday,
the man who lest it war an American, and it
was but proper and right that Englishmen
shonld not only show Ly their actions that
they had o sympathy with Americans, but
shoulld show that that sympathy was a renl
one. The most successfal thing in the world
wis  siecess, and  the highest snecess had
been achieved by Hanlan in this contest ; bnt
there were measures of succesg, and Courtney
had achieved no metn measure when he ran
within a Doat’s length of the victor. (Ap-
plause) Whatever might be the test of merit,
one thing was certain, that there contests
werg  innocent in themselves. There were
certainly coneomitants in  these contusts
which thore who were engaged in, and those
who withessed them, would wish to see vease.
There ‘were concomitants 1o all luge gather-
ings of prople, which one would wish to see
abolishod; It it was no reason for abandoning
harmless contests; that the occasion  was
likely to Le abused by the idle and disselute,
They were assemmbled to do honor to one who
had 5ot achieved the highest success, ut was,
nevertheless, deserving of the highest en-
comitm. That gentleman was Mr, Conrtney,
(Chcers) Tle wonld say, in the language of
Mouvre: ¢ May their hearts like their waters,”
the waters of the two great rivers in whose
coufluent streams those gentlemen contended
yestorday, « be mingledin pence.” (Applause.)

Mr. McGuerox here introduced Mr. Cowrt-
ney. who was grected with long and load
applause.

Mr. TuoMas Winte, M.P., responded on his
part, e referred to the pleasure hie had in
introdncing  Mr. Ifanlan to o Montreal
audience. To-night he had the pleasure of
intfoducing Mr. Courtney, who if not success-
ful yesterduy, was as near as could be, e hind
been requested Ly Mr. Courtney to thank
them  cordindly  for their presence  to-
night, and the people of Montreal, gencrally,
for the courtesy and attention he had re-
ceived at their hands since his visit to their
city. Mr. Courtney felt that he had been
tréated with the greatest kindness ancd fuir
play, and he had nothing but pleasant re-
collections, except, perhaps, the mishap of
failure in the race. to carry home with him
of his sgjourn in Canada. (Applause.)
There was no greater fullacy than to
meastre merit always by the one stand-
ard  of success. The race was  not
always to the swift, nor the lattle to the
strong, and the man who earncstly worked
for an object he lad in view, although he
might not succeed in attaining it, wus en-
titled to quite as much credit for the cftorts
he had made honestly and earnestly, ns the
one who, putting forth the same cffort, suc-
ceeded in defeating him. (Loud applause.)
They had come here to-night to show their
appreciation of manly, determined cffort, and
to mark with their earnest disapprobation
and ineffable contempt, the efforts put forth
in some disappointed quarters, to blast the re-
putation of n man because he failed to win.
(Applause.) There could be no honest con-
test in the world if failure was to be marked
with discredit of that kind. (Applause.)
He agreed with Mur Justice Johnson's re-
marks a8 to the friendly feeling of rivalry
that should exist between Canada and our
neighbors on the other side of the line. On
behalf of Mr. Courtney, he thanked them most
cordially for their attendance, and also on
behalf of the committee for this exhibition of
their approbation.

Mr, McGsox here introduced Mr. Hanlan,
who was received with a storm of applause.

Mr Kine Dopos then addressed the audi-
ence. He felt great satisfaction as fellow-
citizen of the champion of America in wit-
nessing such a distinguished gathering on
this occasion. Mr. Courtney was the repre-
sentative of a great ropublic of forty-four
millions as against four millions, and they all
had a pride in the fact that the representative
of our young country had been able to defeat
‘the representative of the great country south
of us; and he hoped the day would come
-when the 01d Father Thames would bear him
forward {o:victory' like that.ot yesterdsy.
(Applatse) - He hoped the rivalry that ex-

{dted -between the' United States and Canada’

would always be as friendly as tbatat Lachine:
(Applause.)
Mr, R. D. McGuezox delivered an address,

in which he vegretted the unavoidable
abscace of Mr. Davidson, who was more com~
petent than he to address such an andience.

Mr. Davis, of the Windsor, then made a few

apptopriate remarks, after which the crowd
gathered around Courtney, to bid him good-
bye. and it was with the ntmost difticulty that
the oursmien made their way back to the
Windsor.

The « Elliott" shell, in which Hanlan bad
rowed the race, was exhibited on the platform.

It had been the intention of the commiitee
to present the $11,000 to Mr, Hanlan at this
reception, but it had been given him pre-
viously during the day.

Mr, Courtney visits the Gesu Buzaar at
3 o’clock this afternoon, nfter which he leaves
for his home by the 4 p. m. tmin. Mr. Han-
lan visits the same place at 7.30 p. m., and
leaves for home by the 10 p. m. train.

JACQUES GARTIER ELECTION FREAUDS.
The re-counting of the Uballots in the
Jacques Uartier contested clection case was
proceeded with on Sutwrday, Honorable Jug-
tice Mackay presiding.

Mr. Gironard, Q. C., petitioner, assisted by
Mr. Lacoste, (). ., Messis. Latlamme aml
Monk, and Mce. J. J. Maclaren, 4. C,, counsel
for Mr. LatHamine. ['revious to proceeding
with re-count, Judge Moackay gave his de-

cision, on points raised at st sitting, as fole
Jows:

He remd section 67 of the Election ghct,
providing that the Court might grant an MWder

for a re-count on a petition supported by
afidavits for same, given within four Jdays
after the election.  Sub-section 4 of that sec-
tion provided that the judge, in proceeding
with the rc-connt, should conform to the
ritles in rection 53, Under that section
he was houmd to see whether the depnty-
retarning oflicer Ikl improperly counted on-
improperly vejected the ballots, or made «
wrong addition of them. He could mnot
bring persons to testify before him in uny way s
he could not administer any oaths; e hif
no right te exumine the veturning oflicer or
hix deputies; he could make no record of
their sayings or doings, even if they chose tu
make a deposition before him, which they
were not bound to de.  All he could do was
to proceed according to vules laid down i
section 55, Objections had been made  tor
some  of the  ballots  fir want  of
paraph to the numbers that appeared on the
back of some of them. e did not see why
voter shonld lose his right because the deputy
returning  ofticer lLad omitted to paraph z
naber, an omission with whicls the voter had
nothing to do. T'he civil vights of voters were
not at the merey of a deputy returning ofticer;
who, through ignornnee or maliciousness, puk
an objection on the back of a ballot paper
withont afterward= numbering and paraphing
it.  Under Scc. 56, the deputy was obliged to
paraph any objection marked by him on the
ballot. If hedid not, he neglected his duty, but
the law did not go on to say that such ballot
was null and void.” If it were proved that
the mark was made Iy the voter himself, the
ballot would by null, but not when marked,
by the deputy returning oflicer.  With regard
to the objections made to several balloty
because of & peculiarity in the shape and size
of the crosses, he was disposed to give the
greatest latitude in that respeet, and declaved
those objected to on that score to be good.

Thealleged fraud at No. 2 poll, St. Anne's,
in the recent election in Jacques Cartier
County, has been investigated by Mr. High
Constable Bissonctte and Mr. Lamontagne,
with the following result :——'The Deputy Re-
turning Officer at this poll pretended at a cer-
tain time during the day of polling to be
taken suddenly ill, and went out with two or
three friends, and was gone some litile
time. Before going out he placed the bal-
lot-box in a side-board standing in the
room. It appears that a hole was cut in the
bottom of this sideboard, and also through
the floor under it, and that through this hole
tho ballot-box was removed, opened by the
key which the ofticer himself hnd, and a large:
number of Llallots marked in favor of Mr-
Laflamme deposited in the box in place of
others in favor of Mr. Girouard, which were
removed. ‘L'he above is the substance of the
allegations. It is understood warrants are
ubout to be issued for the arrest ot certaim
parties.
