Hig brethers, well-known oand highly estimat-
ad as business men of New York, proud of his
talen$a, sfforded him ovory cppertunity for
the ir «ultivation, and, while he was nominally
ono of the firm, he spent much ot his time in
tecking o solntion of that problem. He bhad
alraady paseed through Sacialiam. He belong-
ed to a workingman's party which called
itaclf the genulne democracy, It even anti.

Becker wam old ensugh to think that he
anderstood everything., He recalls ia one of
his essays that be raid In those daye the only
dlfferenca betwson nn icfidel aud a believer
wae a fow ounges of brains—meaning in favor
of the fufidel.

It wan Boston ti .t prepared him for Brook
Farm. Ho vialted there with Dr. Brown.
soN, who had bien the pguest of his own
household in New York, and Dr. BROWNSON
was slways philosspher,  In 1840 Boaton, as
he found 1%, waa divided into two camps, the
Orthodox and the Unitsrlan, the latter
stretohing cff into tranacendentalism.

He was an ardent
and proud American. He wasin Parin during
the Second Empirs; nnd Lauis Venillat, the
well known French Consorvative, hossted to
him that Louis Napolecn had gotten the peo-
ple’s approval by a plébisoite, and was *¢ for-
tunately’’ going to give a dynacty to France.
He said: *In Amerlea we believe in & govern-
ment of cheoke and balances. What eheck
have the people on Louis Nopoleon? At
the eame time Louis Nopoleon kept Louuis
Veulllot nnder the espionage of detectives.

He had large and clear ideas =bout the
sepsaration of Church apd State, ‘¢ Fraokiin,”
he patd, *“was a freo-thinker; Washington,
eome kind of rn Egiscovalian; Jeffervon, a
Unitarien, and broad et that; and Hamilton,
we know not what he was, if of any religicus
belief ; the Adamscs were Congregationslists;
and Charles Carroll was a Ostholio. Yet
there is no doubt but that a legitimate gavern.
ment, now hardly second in power to any In
the woild, compstent for the sctilemont of
the greatest questions between Charch and
State to the advantage of ¢ quity end religion,
wag founded Ly these men and their like.’
