But, furthermore —The leading journal of Bugland
exprezsly and distinctly declared that the question
whether or not a people were -so iil-governed as to
give them a perfect right to rebel, was for that peo-
ple themseloes to” decide, and not for those who had
an interest in the continuance of their vppression.—

not by the opinions of other nations, but by the
opinion of the nation itself.” :

So said -the Zimes, If follows therefore thaz the
destiny of Ireland should be determined, not by the
opinion of England, but by the opinion of Ireland
itself. Ig oot that clear? Agnin the Times said :—

“To decide whether they are well governed or
not, or rather whether the degree of extortion, cor-
ruption, and cruelty to which they are subject, is
saflicient to justify armed resistance, is for those who
live under thai Governmen!; not for these who being
exempt from its oppression feel a sentimental or
n theological (or a mercenary) interest in its con-
tinupnce,”

That was English law for the Italiama; why
should it not he Eunglish law for the [rish ? Answer
ngrin, you journals of the English Government!—
We are trying you by your own words and by ne
other, but we are trying you before a jury wita
whom uo peltry equivocation will pass for argument
or reply.

Bug ihe strongest part of the case of our country

against the domination of England yet remains te
be told. Tt is that the grievances of Ireland are not
merely matters of politickl sentiment, are not con-
fined to the natural repugnance of our people to the
rule of the stranger. Our complaint i3 pot simply
that the degradation of wearing « foreign yoke
presses on tae spirit of our people, wonnds their
maaly sense, and outrages the honor of their race.
But it is also that those gloomy piciures of Ireland's
misery which bave lately atirncted so muck attea-
tion abroad are not exaggerations, but are ail ter-
ribly true. Tt is troe that in a fertile country our
people die of famine—trie that the work of exter-
mination, protected by Baglisk law, is goiag ou ic-
ceasantly—tirie thal tie Lonesttilier of the soil who
improves the value of his farm does so, not for his
own beneiit hut for that of ao anti-Irish landocracy
-—truye that the Catholic penple of Ireland, while
they support their own Church without any 2id from
the Stiie, are compelléd to support, in a position of
enormous wealth, the Church of the Protestant
mingrity—true that & large surplus revenue is ab-
strecied from our poor country to add the glut of
wenlth in England—true that the growtk of manu-
facturers in Ireland i3 rendered impossibls by the
nbsence of iome and ihe preseuce of foreign legisla-
tion—true that the Dritish Goverament so much
fears to fuce the record of its own misdeeds that it
endeavours to hide all Irish history from the youth
of Ireland, nnd bring them up in ignorance of the
fortunes of their forefathers—true that the banish-
ment of our people from their native land, or their
demoralisation in'it is a cherisked object of Dritish
policy—true that the Irish people many times made
desperate reaistance againzt the rule of England,
and freely shed their blood in the endeavour 10
abolish it—true that those efforts to exercise their
right to * choose their own rulers’ were suppressed
by bayonet aed canoon, plied sithout seraple or
merey—true that the British Goveroment i3 well
aware that profonnd discontent with English rule
exists, and always exisied amonpst the people of
Ireland—true that the British Press has frequently
borne witness to the fact by stating the well-known
wruth that Irish emigrants, to whatever part of the
globe they may take their way, always carry with
ihem an intense hatred of the Dritish Goverument
and thet the Irisk people at home and nbroad give
their sympathy to every foe of England—true that
tue Government itself betrays a full consciousness
of the fact by making it illegal for Irishmen to train
or drill or perform even the slightest semblance of a
military revolution in their own country, and by re-
fusing t0 extend to Ireland the liberty to form such
volunteer corps a3 are ermed aud encouraged in
England.
. How, then, we ask, can the right to clicose their
own rulers, which i3 admitted in the case of the
ITtaliang, be denied to the people of Ireland? An-
swer if yon can, you jouraals of the British Govern-
ment; for the nations of Europe, and above all
Freoce, whom you so much fear, will note the yues-
tion, 2ad judge or your reply if you give one. If
you give none your silence will condemn you.

THE NATIONAL PETITION,

The progress which the National petition i3 rmak-
ing abundantly proves that the spirit of Nationality
and independence {3 as generslly ditfused and as
deeply and devotedly cherished in Ireland nt the pre-
gent moment as it ever was at any period of history .

The Sisters of Merey, knowing the spiritual destitu-
tion of these poor orphans, and the actual necessity
of eatablishing some place of refuge for them, deter-
l mined, with that untiring zeal which ever marks

their devotedness to the salvation of souls, to erect
an crphanage, but not having funds for the sccom-
plishmen of so desirable an object they were obliged
to rent a house, fur too small for the purpose, and at
an inconvenient distaace from the Convent, to which
numbers of children from the souper establishment
immediately flocked, delighted at having a refuge to
fly to from the fangs of the progelytiser, and joyed
at being able to embrace religion as children of Mary
On account of the distance batween the orphanage
and the Convent the nuns are subjected to very
many anpoyances, viz.—-This orphanage is in the
immediate vicinity of the jumper schools and the
residences of paid agents, who frequently issue forth
snd in a manoer peculiur to their depraved disposi-
tions, insult the religions and children.

mavement ; parties who call themselves gentlemen
and rev. and * pious” ladies who consider themselves
pecfection m polite life and snints ‘“intbe Lord”
those persons went to the nuns’ o!phanage and com-
meuced outside an vpen sir preaching. The ** pious”
ladies preached exclusive galvation, one in particu-
lar pledging her hounour that ¥ no Roman Cutltolic
would ever be saved.” In order 10 " save” themselves
they called on ihe police, but the Catholic clergy
interfered, requesting them ta have the good scase
to retire.as they came, ncd leave the children where
they wished to remain. Previous to this, two men
in the pay of the jumpers, were sent w the 2uus to
announce that, it the children were not given up,
they would break the windows and use other acts of
viclence. Since these occurrences the sisters bave
been continunlly annoyed by persons prowling about
their orphanage, watchiog the children to endeavor
to carry them off by force, and even the religious
themselves have been insulted by persons attached
to the jumper staff. Will not these things excite
the sympathy of every Catholic, or will those de-
graded agents of souperism be allowed the opportu-
nity of destroying the souls of poor orphans, and of
giving such grievous insult to thouse amiable and
ganctified ladies, who have left home and friends to
devote their lives and property to the service of the
poor, givingup all to follow Christ? As was men-
toned before, most of the difficulties of the nuns
arise from not haviag their orphanage clvse to the
convent.

Tkerc will be a Lnazar at the convent on the
23rd of August, to raise funds for the support of the
orphaus, and 1o enable the sisters toecree:a new
house of refuge for them. £500 or £600 would ac-
complish the latter desirable object. Is it possible
that such 2 good work must be relinquished for wans
of means? Will net Catholies sympathise, ard re-
spond by a contribution according to their meana
In the town and neighborbood of Clifder £600 are
lavizhed monthly amongst the few who make up the
staff of jumjper preachers, renders, parsons, meal de-
depot-keerers, &c. Notwithstanding all this expen-
diture their numbersare fest decreasing ; and if the
Sistera of Mercy could get the assistance required to
build 1l orplinzage the good cause would fdourish,
and the orphan child be saved from the grim designs

Soveer Frexzy Iy Coxseamala—aA scene of im-
pudent andacity and fanatical folly, scarcely paral-
leled in the anpals of Souper efrontery, took place
in the conntry district of the Clifden parish, called
Sillerna—a place notorious for the pretended apread
of the Bible amongst the natives, and their ready
obedience and great desire to listen to the Word and
profit by it. The following are the facts of the case:
On the eveving of Friday, the 16th ult., with the full
consent and express desiro of the dying man, the Rev.
Father Ronayue, the zealous and indefatigable Cu-
rate ot Clifden, was ¢alled upon to fortify with the
last 2o0lema rites of the Cathalic Church one who, as
the Souper cant hath it, had been for years 2 “ sin-
cere convert to Protestantism,” and a firm heliever
in the tenets of Souperism, having cven been en-
trusted with the high and responsible office of Irish
Teacher. The good and faithful Priest, over pune-
Aual in the discharge of the duties of the saered
ministry, respouded to the call, npd before much
time had elapsed was at the bedside of the sick man,
to administer to him those comforts and consola-
tions wlhich the true religion alone, and not meal or
money uor all the earthly dross of * Souper extrava-
gance,” can bring to the sorrowing heart of the dying
stoner.  Ou entering vhe house where the dying man
lay the rev. geuntleman was much asurprised at find-
ing the Souper minister in attendance before him.
He naturally suspeeted that the sick man, iwith the
wonted inconsistency of ibe Souper, had agsin shift-
ed back to his errorg, and hartered his immortal soul
for o lnrger bribe. However, afier o few preliminary
questions, relative to the nature of his sickness, he
agked the dying man if ke had sentfor him, and
if he wished for the rites of the Catholic Church.—
The sick man answered in the affirmniive, and said
that he wnas most anxious to have the Priest; he
also told the rejected missionary thet be wished him
to retire. Dut notwithstanding this unequivocal
answer the Souper imissionary cantioned the priest
solemaly no: o lay a Land upon nor atiempt to ad-
minister the rites of his church to the dying man,
reminding bim at the same timo thet he, the mis-
sioner, was the minister of the State religion by law
established, and that neither the priest mor his
chureh were reeognised by the law of England—
that the sick man had been a convert to his reli-
gion for twelve long years. But the good priest was
oot to bo thus dnunted. Having called a few boys
whom ke had seen at a distance, he ordered them to
remove this champion of the State religion from the
houge. The young fellows gladly obeyed, and in
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“dlitgidethe door, and had it not been for the inter-
position ‘of the priest the missionary of . the..State
Obitrch would have been someswhat foughly Handled,
I is'to be hoped that this sainily-Spup inigfer
will take warning by the issue of this'atternpt 1o in-
terfere with 2 Catholic clergyman engiged in the dis--
charge of h:a sacred duties, and not force himself nor
hig religion on persons who have no taste for either.
Neither let him place much confidénce in the sin-
cerity of his converts, no matter how well they may
be pnid. The lesson may be'a salutary one for the
evangelical fanatics of Bngland who ure befooled
by their biblical mnaia for the Counemara Ohureh
Missions, giving their woney 10 be squandered on
such hopeless converts.
