The
U.TR.A. bas made arrangements fer
shooting at the Long Branch Ranges
every afternoon in Octeber (excepting th.ît
cf October 7tb.) and on Saturdlay nîurn-
ings commencing on Septemb-r 30th.

All fficers cf the Association will have
for sale members receipts which on pre-
sentaticn at the Ranges will lie exchangerl
for a Meniber's Ticket bearing t-be nomber
cf a rifle. Th~is arrangement bas been
atlopted becatîse it makes it possible fer

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SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

AN Y person alto c rte sole head of a famtly,

o' any maIe over 18 years old, mnay honte-
stead a qjuarter section of available Dominion )andin M aitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The ap-
plicant mut appear in person at tie Dominion
Land, Agency or Suh-agency for the district.
Entry Iiy ptoxy inay be made at any agency, on
cer tain condittions, by father, inother, son. daughter,
brotiter or sister of intending homesteader.

Duties-Six ntonths' residence upon and cuiri-
vation of te land in e.sch of three years. A homne-
steader nîay live within nine tmiles of bis horne-
steanl on a farniocf at least 80 acres solely owned and
occutiied by hlmi or hy bis f.ther, toother, son,
naugltter, lrother or sister.

Itn certain districte a hontesteader in good stand-
ing tnay pre-empt a quarter-section alongside his
homestead. Price $300 pet acre.

Duties.-Must reside uipon the hoînestead or
pue-emnption six months in ecdi of six years froni
date of hotoestead eotry (incîtiditte the time re-
oîîired to carn homestead patent) and cultivate
lifty acrLs extra,

A Iocesteader who lias cxhausted bis horne-
stead right and u.tnnot abt.sin a pre-emption may
enter for a Iiurchased homestead in certain dis-
tricts. Price $30') per acre. Duties.-Must re.
side six months in eacli of thrce years, cultivate
fifty acres and erect a house worth $300.00.
