Should thia request be approved by the Canadian Governnient, the A
bassador would aise appreciate confirmation that thue assistance of heCaa
Northwest Highway System would continue te be availahie on a&emus
basis in the event snow removal operations on the road become neceass
in accordance with the conditions outlined in the Embassy's Note No.
of December 10, 195.
