dures? Secondly, are they being applied properly? Those are
the areas that we look at.

Now, in the area of contracting specifically, we did make a
study, which has been reported in the 1978 report and will
indeed be dealt with next Tuesday in this very Committee. So,
it would seem to me, Mr. Chairman—and Mr. Cameron may
or may not be present at that meeting—that Mr. Dubois, who
is in charge at the top level of that study, may think that it is a
question that he could take notice on. I would prefer to defer
an answer, if we may, until then, sir.

Mr. Cameron: Fine.
The Chairman: Thank you, Mr. Cameron.

I would like to thank the witnesses for coming here this
morning, but, in addition to that, I would like to encourage
you all to participate in our Monday night briefing session, if
you can. It would be most helpful, if you have the opportunity
and if you have received the Auditor General’s 1978 report, to
have a look at Chapter 9, I believe it is, on contracting, which
will be the first subject of discussion Monday night; and then,
if time permits, we will move on to begin discussion of the
SPICE study. Then, on Tuesday morning, as I indicated
earlier in the report from the steering committee, we will be
dealing specifically with contracting, when I hope we will have
the opportunity of raising that issue.

Mr. Cameron: That room Monday night was?
The Chairman: It is Room 112-N. Notices will be sent out

today. Dinner will be served and there is a small cover charge
and an open bar. It is $5 a head.

With that, we will adjourn until the call of the Chair
Monday night. Thank you very much.
