I refer to Colonel R. S. McLaughlin
of Oshawa who was born at Enniskillen, On-
tario, on September 8, 90 years ago today. I
am sure that those who have been acquainted
with him, as friends and in business, wish him
health, happiness and many more years of
life.

Hon. Paul Martin (Essex East): Mr. Speaker,
while the procedure is somewhat unusual, the
minister having taken the initiative in this
matter I should like to associate the Liberal
party with the tribute paid today to Mr. Sam
McLaughlin, the founder of the McLaughlin
Motor Car Company, who has had some 74
years of association with General Motors Cor-
poration and the McLaughlin Company in
Canada.
