1. Gross public debt as at March 31, 1965,
$26,574.2 million; Gross public debt as at
lMarch 31, 1960, $20,986.4 million; Increase in
gross public debt 1960-65, $5,587.8 million.

2. Figures showing changes in private debt
from 1960-1965 are not available. The Royal
Commission on Banking and Finance esti-
mate private debt (business and personal
debt) for 1961 and 1962 to be as follows:
