Mr. McIn±osh: No, Mr. Chairman.

Mr. Nasserden: Mr. Chairman, may we
have a statement from the minister? I believe
he bas somne information for us.

[Mr. Walker.]

Mr. Drury: Mr. Chairman, yesterday the
hon. member for Rosthern asked who were
the auditors of Haley Industries. There have
been three firrns: In the period 1951 to 1962,
Thorne, Mulholland, Howson and MePherson;
1963, Clarkson, Gordon; and 1964 to 1967,
Tiglie Pearson. The Auditor General has not
been appointed the officiai auditor of this
company. Use was made of the auditors who
were associated with the companies which
had the management contracts.

The question was asked as to how many
employees there were at Haley Industries.
The current level of employment there is 184,
1 arn informed, 34 of whom have been added
since Bartaco took over early in the new year.
Most of the employees reside in the constitu-
encies of Renfrew North and Renfrew South.
I arn told that the length of service is as
follows: 30 per cent of the employees have in
excess of seven years service and the balance,
some 70 per cent, have less than seven years
service.

The special skills required in connection
wîth this operation are those of metallurgists,
radiographers, pattern-rnakers, core-makers
and machinists. Even in respect of those who
are flot what one might call professionally
trained, for the semi-skilled workers special
training is needed.

The original facility in 1951 cost as follows:
for land, $1; for buildings and services
including water and electricity, $1,818,000;
equipment, $894,000. In respect of the condi-
tion of the plant prior to the solution which
has been proposed, narnely the transfer to
Bartaco Industries, we engaged consultants to
report on the possibilities of keeping the
plant in operation by various options. I arn
informed that the consultants reported that
substantial new investment would be
requîred if the plant were to continue profita-
bly in the operation of the business in which
it was engaged, that of producing magnesium
and high quality aluminium castings. The
foundry, and it is basically a foundry opera-
tion, had deteriorated over the course of the
years, as one would expect, and further
investment would be needed. In the view of
the consultants this investment was required
and would either have to be made by the
crown or by a successor taking over the
operation.

The report also pointed out the need for a
strong management group to mun the opera-
tion. I arn told that the facility eurrently
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
