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banks determine the particular boans and investments in
which they will employ their resources.

CREATION OF ADDITIONAL BANKING INSTITUTIONS

Question No. 261-Mr. Robinson:

Will the government consîder the advisability of allowing addi-
tional banking institutions to be created in order to make the
banking business more competitive?

Han. John N. Turner (Minîster af Finance): It is the
policy of the government to encourage the establishment
of new banks.

INTEREST FREE DEPOSITS IN BANKS

Question No. 262-Mr. Robinson:

Does the government have information on how much money is
used by banks in their business of banking upon which they do flot
pay any interest to the deposit holder and, if so, what is this
amount?

Hon. John N. Turner (Minluter of Finance): The returns
of assets and liabilities made by banks pursuant to the
Bank Act do not classify deposits on the basis of whether
or not interest is payable to the depositors.

ILLEGAL IMMIGRATION

Question No. 295-Mr. Robinson:
WiII the goverfiment take action to process the applications of

illegal immigrants to Canada or to order them out of the country
at their own expense?

Mr. Rary Perrault (Parliamentary Secretary ta Minister ai
Manpower and Immigration): When a person who is in
Canada illegally is reported to the departmient or other-
wise apprehended appropriate action is taken under the
Immigration Act as quickly as possible having regard to
available resources and due processes of law. Wherever
the law permits, deportation is carried out at other than
public expense.

NON-IMMIGRANT REQUIREMENTS

Question No. 297-Mr. Robinson:
Will the government ensure that anyone entering Canada as a

tourist deposits sufficient; funds on entry to guarantee passage
back to his country of origin?

Mr. Ray Perrault (Parlîamentar Secretary ta Minister ai
Manpawer and Immigration): Because the vast majority
of the more than 38 million people who visit Canada every
year leave within the prescribed time, it is not considered
practical or necessary to require the taking of deposits
from ail visitors to protect against the relatively small
number who abuse the ternis of their entry. However, an
individual's ability to effect his departure at his own
expense is taken into consideration in the case of all
visitors granted admission. If the examinmng officer has
any doubts in this respect, the Immigration Act provides
for the taking of a bond to guarantee against the expendi-
ture of public funds on his behaîf.
