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(Division No. 173) Mr. Deans: Which could be done in the reverse.

Mr. Speaker: Do 1 take it that the recorded division on 
Motion No. 4 shall be taken in exactly the same way? The 
Hon. Member for Mégantic-Compton-Stanstead (Mr. Gérin) 
wishes to be recorded as voting in the negative on Motion No.
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Some Hon. Members: Agreed.

Mr. Speaker: The next question is on Motion No. 4. Ms. 
Mitchell, seconded by Mr. Deans, moves:
Motion No. 4

That Bill C-70, be amended in Clause 4
(a) by striking out lines 39 and 40 at page 2 and substituting the following 
therefor:

“person or institution is entitled and where that person or institution has not 
been convicted of an offence under section 20 in connection with the obtaining 
of the allowance, the Minister shall remit all of the allowance or amount in 
excess of the allowance in any case where these result from a calculation based 
on a new certificate issued pursuant to subsection 15.1(2); in any other case, 
the Minister may remit all or any portion of the amount or excess of the 
allowance where the Minister is satisfied that”

(b) by striking out lines 10 to 16 at page 3 and substituting the following 
therefor:

“Act.”

The House divided on the motion (Ms. Mitchell) which was 
negatived on the following division:
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(Division No. 174)
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Mr. Speaker: I declare the motion lost.

Mr. Gray (Windsor West): Mr. Speaker, 1 rise on a point of 
order. Mr. Speaker, if you would seek the consent of the 
House, I think that you would find a disposition that the vote 
just taken can apply to all the votes yet to be taken, except for 
a vote on Motion No. 9.
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
