I.INQUIRY AND DISC-USSION.-

Hon. Mr. CLORAN inquired of the Gov-
ernment:

of Parliament, and of the rights, lntergots sud
dlaims of Bis-Majesty's Loyal Liberal subjects
throughout the Dominion of Canada, and par-
ticularly of those LIberals who are overseas
fIghting for and defendIng the common cause
of the Ailles?

Hon. Sir JAMES L01UGHEED: As this is
purely a niatter of policy, thse Gipvernment
doas nat f eel called upon to anawer this
question.

Hon. Mr. DANDURAND: I know that.
there can be no debate on a question put
and- an angwer given; but, as there is no-
thing 6lse on thse Order Paper fer ta-day, I
would ask thse leave pf the Senate ta say a
few words on this question. If the House
is unanimouis in granting permission I will
say a feW words now.

Some hion. SENATORS: Go on.
Hon. Mr. DANDURAND: The Senate of

Canada is -in a constant state of evplution.
As senators -we are immortals, because our
numbèr remains thse saine; but our names
change. I rise ta speak more particularly
for the information of those members who
are noît absolutely -au fait of what has taken
place in this Chamber during the last fi!-
teen years. Since I entered this Ohamber
in 1898, wejihave *had quite a number rd de-
bates-aoademic debates, if yen will-on-the
conitution of the Senate and on varions
suggestions of reforms to make it more
democratic or representative, and more
useful as one of the chambers pf Parlia-
ment.

T'he question which. the 'honourable gen-
tleman from Victoria (Hon. Mr. Cloran)
put on -the Order Paper some days ago re-
oalled ta my 'mind some suggestions which
1 made to thse Senate about ten years agio,
during a debate in which members on bath
sides o! thse Houe expresaed their'views
as ta the proper conatitu-tion of the Senate
I recpgnized then that 'the Fathers of Con-
federation liad haed in view the constitution
.ef a second Ohamber whioh would adt as a
moderator on hasty legisiation, a body-
whih woul- be in «eneraI sympathy wlth
the -administration of thse day, but would
be composed 91 independent men who would
exercise their own' judgment du passing
