Feuntes, minister of communications.
The ousting of both ministers has been
{orecasted, but it was not expected the
resignation would be called for until af-
ter the celebration of Nationel Indepen-
dence Day tomorrow. Huerta apparently
did not care to go before congress with
the Urrutia milestone about his neck.
Urrutia’s only . qualification for office
consisted in having successfully operated
on Huerta so as to save him for blind-
ness.”” He has injured the president per-
sonally and made enemies for his ad-
ministration by his maladroitness in the
important post of Gobernacion. He sign-
ed hfe official death warrant a few days
ago by arresting Senator Manuel Calero,
who 1is still aceredited as Mexican am-
bassador to Washington, upon flimsy
pretext that Calero was implicated in a
plot with Zapata Moreles, a bandit chief®
tain, ' He did this despite the law which
renders members of congress immune
from arrest.

Personal Animosity,

Urrutia is sald to have ha dpersonal
animosity against Calero, Upon being
released, Calero proceeded to make it un-
comfortable for Urrutia by filing charges
of abuse of authority before congress,
Calero had to be reckoned with, as he
and Flores Magon, former minister of
gobernacion in the Madero cabinet, con-
trol the balance of power in the senate;
s0 Urrutia had to go on the heels of a
statement issued by him yesterday that
he had no Intention of resigning. Urrutia,
it is sald, was summoned to the office of
the president, “‘secrettly last night, and
confronted with his resignation already
written,”” He wa sordered to sign fit.
When he had done so, he received a let-
ter of acceptance, and within five min-
utes was out of the cabirnfét. Urrutia also
has been Wans to become
a candidate for president.

De-¥uentes’ ‘““fall from=grace as minjs-
ter of communications,’”” may be attrib-
uted to opposition (v the financial inter-
ests bechind the national rallway ‘'sys-
tem.”

IN OTHER PLACES

Ontario Highways Commis-
sion to Tour Quebec
and New York.

The Ontario Highways Commission
takes the preliminary step this week to-
wards the reorganization of the roads
syetem of old Ontarlo, In a body the
three officials recently appointed will

make g personal investigation of the sys-
temus adopted respectively in the Provinee
of Quebec and in New York State. The
organization now operating in the Am-
er.can centre will provide a nucleus for
the future work of the board, and it i¢
th‘«;lexpecmtiun th,m. dt::; examination hotzrn
w nt a splen roundwork for
proeeg::-e. »

While the commission makes plain that
their intention is in no wise to adopt
the New York system holus bolus it is
acknowledged that the number of good
points to be observed there stand as good
opportunity of being reproduced in the
uitimate program of the province. To
examine all and grasp the good features
s the alm which launches the first tour.

France has given the pattern of -
ganization to New York, and the prtn%-
pal idea is of a central highway depdrt-
ment. which can extend assistance to
every municipality or locality. There are
certain main arteries which are con-
structed almost solely by the state, the
subsidiary local contributions being very
smalt and restrict' d  The county aid
system also operated, resembles in many
particulars that of Ontario, buf has not
the officiency in working out -that ob-

tains here,
.~ Many Problems,

The commission will pursue its mission
thru ‘John N. Carlisle, state - superin-
tendent of highways, who s a
recognized authority in this field, One
of the problems now demanding atten-
tion there is the- requisite material for
different roads. Opinion Is wavering be-
tween the use of tar products or asphalt
for heavy traffic, and this provides a
most serious proposition which will face
the province within the year. The first
thing that will be dealt with in Ontario
is the demand of the traffic centres. The
county system is now working so effec-
tually that there is little doubt of a radi-
cal change in its method.

There , are also some lessons
drawn from  the Quebgc system. think
the commission. Attention will be paid
éspecially to the King ¥dward highway,
now under construction, to run from
Montreal to the boundary line at Rouse's
Point, . Thie is purely a state institution,
coming under a recent appropriation. It
ig forty miles in length and will be com-
pleted in October.

County System,

The county system s not in actual op-
eration there, thru lack of county or-
ganization. To offset this, the govern-
ment provides outfite of machinery to
different municipalities desirous of road
improvement. Instructérs are also ap-
pointed, but the Ilocal financial assis-
tance is of little consequence. In this
w{ay it is an actual provincial institu-
tion.

Commissioner W. A. Maclean, provin-
clal highway engineer, goes to Montreal
on Thursday to join Chailrman Magrath
and Mr. J. A, Rankin. The tour will be
completed In ‘a week, and definite lines
of 4 policy are expected to eventuate fol-
lowing the return.

Relatives, Who Fear Sh

May Not Be Alive.

While her nurm;s were asleep a few
yvards away during the early hours of
Monday morning, the wife of a promi-
nent Toronto business inan arose from
her bed in a private hospital in the
north endof the city;and after clothing
herself escaped from the institution.
Despite the efforth of city détectives and
private search of many friends, no trace
of the woman has been found. Jt is
feared that unless she is soon located |
she may take her own life, In fact,
friends alteady begin to doubt. whether
she is alive.

According to relatives, the woman
became subject to melancholia a . few
weeks ago. Some trouble which she
encountered at the age of [0 resulted
in heér brain being affécted. For her
own safety her family had heér placed
in a private hospital on the outskirts
of the city.

On Sunday night the nurses noticed
an improvement in tlie woman, and
she was put to.bed at 11 o'clock: Her
room was not again visited until 7
o'clock Monday merning. ;The bhed was
empty and the woman's clothes had
disappeared. It was thep found that |
she had escaped thru a French window !

The hospital authorities promptly
notified the family and a pyivate search
was started. All the favorites homes
which the woman formerly visited wore
called at, but in vain., At last the po-
lice were notified. Detectives were as-

signed to the case and altho they have
seoured the city their work g0 far has
been fruitiess.

Friends hope that her reason will
return to the woman and that she will
go home of her owan accord. But should
ehe still be in the same condition as
she was when she left the hospital,
there is small chance of her going to
any of her relatives’ houmes, Appar-
ently she cherishes an illusion that she
is being persecuted and that she must
escape from her family amnd’ friend.
Grave fear Is entertained by the’ doc-
tors that exposure to the cold may re-
sult i the woman being stricken,

SHOULD BE INDICTED

Says W. F. Maclean,
Who Claims That Don
Road is Dangerous.

The vexed question of who is re-
sponsible for the upkeep of the York

Township roads, improved by the Good ;
Roads Commission, was brought forc-
ibly before the York Township Council
agaln yesterday, when W.F. Maclean
M.P., and J. H. Taylor appeared to
protest against the dangerous condition
of the Don Road where it crosses the
Don valley at Thorncliffe Farm.

Mr. Maclean sald that no improve-
ment had taken place on the Don Road
altho Engineer James, of the Highways
Comimnission, over a month ago under-
took to have it repajred. Two or three
teams and a few men were busy cut-
ting down De Grassi Hill, to move the
road over a ‘bit, with money supplied
by the council, but no effort had been
made .to improve things, and the road
was now in a shameful condition, and
had been neglected for over two years,
He was sure there would be an acel-
dent come dark night when a motor
would be thrown off its course by the
stones, holes or logs, which marred
the road at present, and the machine
and its occupants would be pitched
thru .the ralling of one of the two
railway bridges, and dashed to the
tracks below. v

Continuing Mr. Maclean said that if
he 4id not get some assurance that the
road would be repalred at once, he
would place the matter in the hands
of a solicitor, to take action against
the councll or commission as he
thought best, He would also call the
atiention of .Sir James Whitney, prime
minister of Ontario, to the fact that
while the York township council col-
lect taxes to maintain the roads, they
claimed that they are not responsible
for thelr condition.. “No council”. he
gald “can contract itself out of ite
{fabilities and at the same time collect
taxes, That road is absolutely dang-
erous, and someone must be indicted.
There will be an accident there similar
to the Wilson accident, one of these
days.”

Commission is Liable.
“BWven If there 1s an accident” said
Reeve 8yme, “the good road commission
will be lable, We have nothing to do
with the road.”

“Well,” said Mr, Maclean, “would you
put that in writing, so that 1 can go
to the highways commission, or thg
government, or the county council.

Reeve Syme contended, and he said

a judge had already ruled, that the|

county had assumed jurisdiction over
the ten roads selected for the opera-
tion of the good roads (highways
commission) and theref‘ore that the
county or the commission were Tre-
sponsible.

a collection for that purpose.” a

give a written statement so that
Mr. Maclean and Mr. Taylor could go
to the commisgion, the county or the
premier of the province.

The solicitor was therefore instruct-
ed to look into the matter and write
to Mr. Maclean,

The matter was finally referred to
the solicitor for a report on the legal
aspeet of the situation,

Hydro Backs Out.

A letter from H. H. Couzens, man-
ager of the Toronto Hydro-Electric
system, was somewhat of a bombshell.
Referring to the hydro power exten-
sfons in Runnymede, Swansea, Hilton,
Vaughan and Kennedy the letter read
in part:

“After carefully considering the
estimated cost and the estimated
revenue to he obtained, the commis-
gion regret that they are not justified
in carrying out the works as outlined
al the present moment in view of the
fact that the same would involve a
joss to the undertaking. We are,
however, taking up the matter with
the provinaal commission and hope
that it may bhe possible to devise some
arrangement wherehy a portion at any
rate of the work may be put in
hand.”

‘“That throws us out altogether,”
said Reeve Svme, “as we cannot take |
power from another corporation with- |
out having a vote on it, but we will |
just have to submit it to the electors
in Janvary again If the commission
can't do anything.”

After some discussion Mr. Clarke
was instructed to write and ask the
provincial hydro commtaission to make
an appointment with the council so
that the matter might be disposed of
at cnce one way or another,

Wychwocd Sewer.

A deputation was presemt from
Wychwood avenue to further the pro-
gress of a bylaw to instal a sewer on
Wychwood avenue north. The coun-
eil had delayed the matter pending
an enquiry by the sslicitors into a
charge of 10 cents per foot frontage
per annum rental for township sew-
ers emptiying into city sewers. The
charge has recently been raised from
four cents to ten cents, and this
struck the councll as being unduly
exorbitant, .

A letter from the works department
was produced. however, which point-
ed out that the cost of operating the
sewerage system together with the
clorination plant amounted to $200,000
annuzlly, which capitalised would
represent 4 sum of about $4,000,000,
All this expenditure was paid by ecity
property owners under the Loeal Im-
provement Act, and it was therefore
only fair to make those using the
sewers in the townshilp pear a share
of the Increased expense,
