‘An
observer's first effort must be to resist
sharing the attitude of cynicdl suspic-
jon which the entiré population imme-
diately assumes towards everything je-
suing from thc government. When this
has been overcome it 1s Clear that a
great historic fe'v’e},x't"‘ﬁ.a's taken place
in Russia, and’ to-day, which is rhe
feast of the Transfgurdtion, will stand
among the anniversaries which great
nations celebrate in honor of a victory
in the struggle for/ self-government,
fhis can be said despite many limita-
tions. which surround the emperor's
schefe.
