Greaf Britain Wil Buy One Million
Head to Restock Boer
Farms.

AN OPPORTUNITY FOR CANADA

Cattle Men Incensed and Are Making
Efiorts to Secure the Trade,
But May Be Too Late,

Montreal, Aug. 20.—In an interview to~
day, Senor Juan B. Rivafas of the
Argentine Republic, who is now here,
stated that he had just heard that
Great Britain was endeavoring to buy
1,000,000 head of cattle in the Argentine
to stock South African farms. Great
Britain has extensive business interests
in the Republic, fully $2,000,000,000 of
English capital being invested there.
The British Commission sent to arbi-
trate the boundary dispute that almost
plunged Chili and the Argentine into a
war has just concluded their investiga-
tions and had left for home to report
their decision,

When Mr. Robert Bickerdike, M.P.,
the well-known live stock exporter, was
informed of Mr. Rivaras’ statement,
that 1,000,000 head of cattle were being
purchased in the Argentine for South
Africa by the British government, he re-
plied that the Canadian cattle dealers
were justly incensed over the matter,
and were making efforts to secure this
great opportunity for Canada:

Hon. Mr. Fisher had been communi-
catted with, and subsequently Lord
Strathcona, but the dealers fear that it
was too late to succeed. ‘‘We think it
strange that the British government |
should go so far out of their way to,
get cattle to stock the South African
farms when they could get all they
wanted in Canada,” said Mr. Bicker-
dike. “What they want are young, lean
cattle, and we can supply them.”

“The Argentine cannot furnish the
full million. Could Canada?” He was
asked.

“We could give them the million they
want,” he replied.
