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RIS CRUSERSH

Retribution Off to Secure the Release
of Certain Steamers Al-
ready Seized.

Kingston, Jamalca, “April 24.—The
British cruiser Retribution has sailed
again for Bluefields, Nicaragua, Wwith
orders to bombard that port unless th2
Nicaraguans immediately reléase the
six Cayman turtle schooners and their
crews that were seized some days 1go
by the commandant there. The schoon-
ers belong to Mosquito Coast Indians,
who are under British protection.

New Orleans, April 23.—Passengers
who arrived to-day on the steamer Wil-
son from Bluefields report that as the
Wilson sailed from that port the Bri-
tish man-of-war Retribution was en-
tering it.

The Nicaraguan officers did not ‘an-
ticipate any hostile demonstration fromn
the Retribution, altho 1t was understool
that the latter would demand the re-
lease of the thirty-five British subjects
imprisoned in the Bluefieilds ja.l for
catching turtles oftf the Nicarazuan
coast. This will be refused by Nicar-
agua.

The officials thought that a long dip-
lomatic intercMange of letters would
follow, but foreigners at Bluefields be-
lieve that the Retribution is authorized
to take decided action without await-
ing further orders from England.

The six Jamaican schooners seized
by the Nicaraguans are lying at Blue-
fields Bluff, six miles from Bluefields.
Their crews were taken first to Caps2
Gracias a Dios, and thence to Blue-
fields, and the complaint is made that
they were treated cruelly at bcth
places. :

The vessels were captured at Mos-

quito Bay, which. is thirty miles trom
the Nicaraguan coast, There were nine
schooners there at the time, eight Bri-
tish, from Jamaica, and one American
from Florida. Two of the British and
the one American schooner escaped the
customs and naval authorities of Ni-
caragua.

The Jamaicans complain that Nicar-
agua had no authority over Mosquito
Bay. Formerly the British and Ameri-
can vessels caught green turtles on all
the cays. A few months ago Nicaragua
claimed the control of all turtle fisher-
jes within its waters, and foreign fish-
ermen were warned away. - The Jamai-
can schooners were notified of this ac-
tion by the 'British government, and
warned not to catch turtles within Ni-
caraguan waters.. They were far be-
yond the limits when captured, but the
Nicaraguans are now claiming sover-
eignty over al "the cays in the Carib-

CRIMES MOVING N WAVES
BRITISH EXPERT SAYS 80
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Sir John MacDonald Says Grave
D2eds Are Decreasing,But Light
Ones on Increase:

London, April 24.—Some strange, and,
in a way, bewildering sidelights, are
thrown on the problem of crime and
criminals by a blue book issued under
the name of Sir John MacDonald, mas-
ter of the supreme court. On the whole,
during the last twenty years there Las
been a reduction in crime of what is
termed the graver sort, but he points
out that every now and then at fairly
regular intervals there is a wave of
serious crime which sometimes extends
over half a year and sometimes
eighteen months. Nineteen hundred and
two was one of these years of crime
waves.

Great Increase in Crime in 1902,

In 1903 the total number of persons
tried in this country was 661,667, while
in 1902 the figures were 787.676. Tlus
increase was chiefly in crimes against
property, while crimes against public
morals showed a marked decrease. Cut.
as Judge MacDonald peints out, all the
figures show that neither penal servi-
tude nor imprisonment serves to deter
the habitual offender from reverting to
crime, the most incorrigible of all be-
ing women. Of the graver crimes which
show a marked increase are murders
and burglaries.

Taxpay-r Bears the Burden.

In view of the enormous increase of
taxation proposed in the chancellor's
budget it is not a pleasant thought to
{the British taxpayer that he has to pay
nearly $6,000,000 a year for the suppres-
sion of crime as revealed in this blu~
took and over $12,000,000 for poor relief.

As to the cause of the increace of

rime, Sir John MacDonald has littie
o say except that the manufacture of
ritroglcerin has created new forms of
crime of a grave character, but he gives
no specific details to demonstrate this.

The time is past when a man starts
out on a horse to convey him a dis-
tance of fiftty or so miles. The railroad
is the quicker. Electricity has made it
possible to reach distances in the cities
in one-fourth the time necessary a few
vears back. The evolution in economy
is reaching to every line of business,
not the least of which is in the prodne-
tion of office furniture.
