Story that Government Will Bav
C.A.R. is Not Believed.

Ottawa, July 6.—(Special.)—La Pa-
trie’s information to the effect that the
government will purchase the Canada '
Atlantic Railway for Mackenzie &
Mann is discredited by politicians who
are supposed to be on the inside of th2
railway situation. The well-known fact ;
that J. R. Booth is anx'ous to sell,
and that one or two members of the
government are anxious to buy prob-
ably revived the rumor that the Canada |
Atlantic is about to be sold. If any ne- |
gotiations have taKen place beiween the |
government and Mr. Booth they have
been purely informal and Mackenzie &
Mann have nothing to do with them,

Mackenzie & Mann seem to be chictiy |
anxious to prevent any other railway ,
interest gaining control of the Canada |
Atlantic. ’I{Eey have shown no sincere |
desire to rchase the road on their|
own account. ‘I'he moment any otner i
interests undertake vo negotiate for
the purchase of the road, Mackenzie & !
Mann jump into the bidding. This un- |
mediately boosts Mr. Booth's price, and |
the deal is off. Mackenzie & Mann!
appear to be merely marking time'mi
connection with the Canada Atlantic. |
So far they have been able to keep'
others out without having to show |
their bona fides.

If the government purchases the Can-
ada Atlantic it will not be to hand it
over to Mackenzie & Mann. Running
rights would probably be granted Lo
Mackenzie & Mann over the 10ad, in
common with the Intercolonial Raiway,
and perhaps other roads. The Canada
Atlantic is not the disturbing element
in the political atmosphere to-day. The
frequent conferences that have bezn
held ;between members of the govern-
ment and provineial railway men re-
late to the building of the road between
Toronto and Sudbury.

He had large lumber interests and timber
limits; he was assoclated with the Mont-
real Uotton and Sugar companivs, and was
vice-president of the Anglo-American Fire
Insugance Company an da director of the
Torenito PBank., He was also interested in
the Birkbeek Loan Company, besides hold-
ing shares in many other companies. He
was (also president of the Collingwood
Boar{l of Trade. Tho not actively engaged
in politics, he was a 'Conservative until
after the death of Dalton McCarthy, and
s;;hsequently supported Leighton MeCar-
thy.

‘Death is Regretted.

H. C. Hammond, president of the North-
eérn Navigation Company, stated that he re-
gretted very much to hear of the death of
Mr. Long. As president of the company, he
did not care to discuss the situation that
had !led to the change in the company’s
officials.

Clever Business Man.

The late Mr. Long, in the opinion of those

vho! dealt with him, was one of the clever-
st men of business of his generation in

angdn. He had a peculiar turn for of-

fice work, and if any fault could be found
in his methods it was a tendency to too
groat attention to detall, which occupied
time twhich, in his place, might have been
more valuably devoted to greater interests.
Flis  habits were of the most temperate
kind, and he was never known to drink
Hquor, nse tohacco or indulge in any pro-
fane expressions. -Of a tall, spare build,
for many years not welghing over 130 1bs..
his manners were gentle and suave, and
in Business transactions he relied on di-
plomatic negotiation to carry out his de-
signk. During the last five or six years, his
physiqme changed greatly, and he looked
meore robust and added congiderably to his
weight.

While very daring in his plans and quite
a plunger when he entered upon stock
transactions, his almost effeminate tem-
perament led him “to shun the more strenu-
ous methods of direct negotiation,and there
{s n6 doubt that in the presence of a force-
ful attitnde he suffered a nervous shock.
This. combined with the disappointment.
whieh he keenly felt at the failure of any
of His plans, affected him to an extent not
comprehensible to a less sensitive nature.
Mr. Long's famlily relations were of the
happlest. Twenty-five years ago he was
married to a most charming bride. The
tragedy of-hie life occurred when she died
a yéar o after their marriage. He vow-
od His futnre life to her memory, and was
faithful to that sorrow. v

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LONDON’S PEST OF FOREIGN
THIEVES.

KING
WEST

The news ‘that the government ha.sI
resolved to deal with the alien 1mmlgrn-i
tion problem in a practical manner has’
spread dismay in every foreign colony
in London. From the thieves a cry of
consternation has gone forth. Their
vocations are threatened. There' are
few grievances which affect more vital-
ly the welfare of the inhabitants ot the
metropolis than this one.

Not only does London teem with for-
eign poor; it is infested with foreign
thieves who perpetrate every sort \’fl
misdeed that is included in the vast en-l
¢yclopaedia of villainy. It is no ex-
aggeration to state that in the capital
o1 the British empire there are at the
present moment literally thousands
upon thousands of scoundrels who hail
from foreign climes. Continental black-
guards of all descriptions pour into Lon-
don in a never-ceasing stream. Lon=-
don is their Mecca—the only spot whgre
they can feel comparatively restful, foi
a space at least i

It has been the duty of the writer to]
study some of these malefactors, an 1
in discussing the subject it is highly|
important that one point in particular,
should be rendered perfectly clear,
Whereas the majority of foreign ne'er-:
do-wells come to London in a state ofi
poverty, in a short time a gubstantial’
percentage of them succeeds in acquir-:
ing sufficient means to enablé them to
live comfortably and to dress in firat-'
class style. They do no honest work!
whatever, and three out of four have,
been out-and-out ruffians since their
youth.

Vietims Won’t Prosecute.

It will be asked how it is that these
pests are not lodged in jail. The answer
is that for the most part they prey upon
persons of their own nationality, and
that their victims go in such dread of
them that it is seldom that they can be’
induced to prosecute. Numbers of thein
are fugitives from justice, and by
rights should be doing penal servitude,
Warrants are out against them, yet
their wings are not clipped. The rea-
sor. that théy are at liberty is simnls
enough., The officers of the extradition
department of New Scotland Yard ure
employed continually in hunting them
down, but notwithstanding the extra-
ordinary energy and genius of the de-
tectives a considerable body of them,
enjoy immunity from arrest. 4

In all this there is nothing surpris-}
ing to those behind the scenes. On!
langling in England these scamps alter
their appearance. A bearded jail bird
shaves off his beard and miustache; a
clean-shaven one lets his beard and
mustache grow. Thus, even when a'
detective of the extradition department
is equipped with a recent! photograph
of a “wanted” man, he has difficulty in'
identifying the ‘original.”” Not: that
the officer is frequently responsible for
a mistake; on the contrary, if he meets'
a scoundrel whose portrait he has ohca|
seen, and for whose arrest he holds a'
warrant, he penetrates the disguise and
is down on the rogue on the instant, i

Police Can’t Work Miracles.

Unfortunately, however,the detectives |
are not by any means always provided |
with photographs or even drawings of !
‘wanted” criminale. They are told nffl
to arrest men from mere written de-|
scriptions which are often absu‘r\lly'
bald. These descriptions are suppiied
by the continental authorities. Possess-
ed of marvelous perspicuity, the police§
act up to expectations repeatedly, but |
it stands to reason that if they have !
only a paper account of a man’s physi- |
cal peculiarities that man has a fair|
chance of retaining his freedom. Even |
the most skilled detectives in the world, |

ably are, cannot perform miracles. |
