will be shown at the end of the present
fiscal year, June 30, when the books of |
the postoffice department are expected
to reveal a shortage of $15,000,000 in re-|
ceipts as compared with expendity es
during the preceding twelve months, !
This will be nearly double the large de-
ficit of the fiscal year 1904, which was
$8,812,769 and more than $4,000,000 great-
er than the largest previous deficit, |
which oocurred in the fiscal year 1868.}
when the postal revenues fell $10,652,-
542 below the expenditures., In 1895 the
deficit was nearly as great as in 1868,
having becen $10,196,423, but in 1902 it |
was reduced to the minimum of $2,961,-
169, rising in the following year 10,
$4,586,977 and then last year taking an-
other jump to nearly $9,000,000.

The officials of the department are]
considerably disturbed at the prospect|
of rolling up this year th- greatest
deficit that has ever been known in
the postal service, but they say it could
not be avoided.

RUSSIANS CAUGHT

TARGETS FOR A FIRE INFERNAL
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Scene Superb, But Terr'fying—
Fifty Warships in Action at
Once—Destructive Work of the
Torpedo Flotilla,

London, June 1.—In describing the na-
val battle’ a correspondent of The Daily
Telegraph with the Japanese fleet says:

The Russians passed thru the strong

procesded in a due no: therly cou:se. The
Japanesé were ready, and their auxil-
iary fleet to the north headed off the
enemy. Now the great battle began.
Admiral Togo’s vessels manoeuvred wm;
perfect precision, and soon the Rus-
sians were enfiladed, not in the o.dinary
sense, but ’in front and on both flanks.
The scene which the correspondent wit-
nessed was superbly terrible, The guns
of nearly fifty warships weie being
fired, and now and again a crash was
heard as the reports coincided, For a
time the belligerents gave ghot for shot,
and thru the conflict the fleets were on
the move, but the Russians deviated
from their original course. With the
hostile squadron on each side and an-
other ahead, Rojestvensky was practi-
cally defeated within a few hou:s.
There was no possible direction for him
to turn. He had fallen into the trap,
which had been awaiting him ever sincz
he left Madagascar,
In a Cul de Saec :

The Japanese knew instantly the en-
emy was beaten, and the concentration
fire now became absolutely infernal.

The Russians were caught in a cul de
sa¢. Longlines of smoke like sea clouds
floated across the water, interspersed
with flashes of artillery. At 2.10 p.m.
the bombardment reached its zenith.

Between 8 and 5 in the afternoon a
Russian cruise of the Admiral Nakhim-
off class and the converted cruiser!

Then the Russian fleet broke into ut-|
ter disorder.

‘The detached |
squadrons co-ordinated in no direction
and were utterly demoralized, Gradually
they were pressed toward their enemy’s
coast off the Nagoto Province, The
fighting continued until sunset. The!
wind had gone down, and it was a glori-
ous night. The Korean Sea, usually so
rough, was now smooth and transpur-‘
ent in the blue darkness of the night.’
The ships stood out something more'
than spectres, something less than fear-,
ful citadels. When darkness set in the:
Jiussians were still edging toward the
north, but the Japanese in horizontal
lines lay across the enemy's bows, an.
effective barried linked with guns,
Like Locusts

At 8 p.m, the Japanese destroyers
and torpedo boats went forward like a
great cloud of locusts.. The sea was
swept by the pale tracks of innumer-
able searchlights. Thel work of the day
was over, and the work of the night
had begun.

The night's work resulted in
the sinking of the Emperor Alexander
I11. the Osliabia, the Navarin and thiee
gunboats. No rest was allowed the;
enemy. When Sunday dawned, the Ja-|
panese fleet came to still closer range, |
pressing the Russians to the northwest
coast of Nagoto. All day long the bat-
tle raged with unabated fierceness, but
the Russians had no strategical position !
in which they could offer effective re-
