OF EAST INDIES JUMPS

BATAVIA, Netherlands East Indies,
~The rubber production of the Dutch
East Indies, wpon which America now
drews to a constderable extent, is in-
cressing by leaps and bounds.
Aceording to the figures just pub-
lished by the Batavia Rubber Trade
Association the crop harvested last year
in the Island of Java alone was 6,009,~

Indies yielded 2,285,889 kilograms of
rubber, as compared with 1,321,320 in
1914, while the estimate for 1914 is
