Sought Cover in Hotel. .. |

A considerable number of persons.
including several women on the point
of fainting, rushed: into the Adlon
Hotel for cover. Promptly the tupl 5
able hostelry was locked and bar
by five military policemen with cocked
vifles. However, there was no vioe
lence at the hotel—only a bunch-of
panicky radiéals seeking cover.

At 5 o'clock this afternoon the hotel
was still locked. None was allowed to
g0 in our out. Firing is still being
heard in near-by streets as this de-
spatch is filed. .

The opening of the machine gun
fusillade entirely changed the attitude
of the mobh. Extremely good-natured
up to that time, it now grew ugly.

From a window of the Adlon I sa
a German officer being dragged '
of a cab, robbed and fearfully beaten:
A moment later a rather well-drefsed
man aroused the ire of the crowd and
was cruelly cut up.

Up to 5 o'clock the members of the
national assembly, as well as a ¢ofi-
siderable corps . of newspaper mén,
were still unable t6 leave the reigh-
stag building.
