At daybreak only partly verified reports from the flood swept
cities in the two states, showed 1264 to 1945 drowned, according to
revised estimates of the loss of life in the cities upon apparent re-
duction in the figures from Dayton, according to refugees and upon
e ‘possible diminution in the reports from Peru, Ind.

In contrast to the slight hope of a possible reduced death list
in the cities named, the possibility that other places not yet men-
tioned as having been visited by disaster, had suffered, was indicated

in early reports.

Dayton, Ohio., March 26—The crest of
the Dayton flood passed about midnight,
but the next few 'hours showed no ap-
ryeciable lowering of ‘the water. Morning
forought little hope of immediate relief to
those who had spent the night in horror,

ever, and it is feared that the numb-
'er of drowned had been greatly increased
during the twelve hours of darkness.

The rescue work looked as hopeless as
pu yesterday. However, no ome in the
wity attempted to sleep.

Among the known dead are: Anton Sae-
tell, grocer, Vine and Main streets, killed
fin an explosion; his wife, drowned; un-
%nown womap found mnearby hanging on
Avire; the’ Bish family wiped out with
'the exception of a son, John; his mother,
'.nged sixty-five, sister Florence, twenty-
'seven, miece Viola Bish, and Muriel, wife
'of John Bish, all being victims of the
flood. .
i T is not beheved the rescuers will be

$le to make.any advance into the flood-
led district today, but will have to- be

contented with saving those who were
marooned within a few doors of the wat-
er’s edge.

‘More than 70,000 persons either were
unable to reach thejr homes or were held
in their water-locked houses and were un-
able to reach land.

The inundated distriot is estimated at
more than fifteen square miles, most of
which is under from six to eighteen feet
of water.

No communication: could be established
with those in the commercial district and
any attempt to say whether any or all
of them drowned is merest conjecture.

CRAWL ALONG HIGH

CABLE TO SAFETY
Dayton, Ohio, March 26—At Wyoming
street, on the south side, where the Na-
tional Cash Register Company centred its
eﬁorteA at rescue, many saved their lives,
last night by creeping on a telepione
cable, a hundred feet above the flood. At
first linemen crept along the cables carry-

ging tow ropes to which the flat-bottomed
boats were attached. When the flood be-
came so fierce that the boats no longer
were able to make headway against it,
men and women crept along the cables
to eafety. Others, less daring, saw dark-
ness fall and gave up hope of rescue.

The firet to seek safety by sliding his
body along the telegraph conductors, was
a man. Then came four women. The first
of the women was Mre. Luella Meyer. 8he
is a widow with one son, a lad in knee
breeches.

The widow Meyers was not 8o young as
the boy and poesibly more aware of the
danger below. When ehe was over the
boiling torrent beneath, she swayed as
though faint, elipped and the crowd stood
by with abated breath.

By a lucky chance her senses cams back
to her in time, so that ehe could grasp one
of the wires.

Hand over hand she was able slowly to
pull herself to the nearest pole, where she
rested her aching arme before again mak-
ing the trial. This time &he did not fal-
ter, but when she was picked up by the
rescuers at the farthest pole toward safe-
ty, she was limp and nervous and physi-
cally exhausted.

Then came two more women who had
watched the performance of Mrs. Meyers,
and under the advice of the people, stand-
ing on eafe ground, they kept looking tp
and tvere not eubjected to the faintness of
the first woman passenger. Then came
a young man and his wife. The wife he
sent first, and when she reached safety
she refused to get into the ambulance with-
out her baby.

Another five minutes and her husband
had been brought out to safe grouund. He
had the baby in a pillow slip, snd the
youngster celebrated his arrival to seafe
ground by a lusty yell. Others followed
to safety. i

Brookville, Ohio, March 26 — The last
man last night to arrive from Dayton,
twelve miles east of here, verifies the re-
port that the water is thirty feet deep in
the business centre of the city and running
like a mill race. He asserts a hundred
persons have been drowned. Many of
them lost their lives when boats in which
they were ‘rescuing pereons maroomed in
the second and third stories of office build-
ings were .upset by the rapid current.

He reported that ten militiamen on
guard at the levee were carried dcwn
stteam and drowned when the cmbank-
ment gave way.

Horrowing Tales lold

No immediate relief from the flood bound
conditions is in sight, as rainy weather

!is promised for the state today.

Harrowing tales are now beginning to fil-
ter in from various sources;told of families
who spent the night in a drenching rsin
in tree tops or on the roofs of their flood-
ed homes. Many of these marooned in
tree tops are believed to have been worn
out from cold and fatigue, and to bave
dropped from their perilous positions to
death in the flood.

Thrilling rescues are reported without
number, as are also unavailing efforts to
rescue persons seen to be drifting by in
the ruins of their homes or on chance
driftwood. The list of missing is also
ewelling, but it is believed that this will
be materially reduced when scattered fami-
lies have the opportunity to unite.

The city is completely cut off from the
rest of the country by rail, and almoest
practically so by telephone and telegraph
reports received show the greatest loss of
life at Dayton, which may run from 500

The militia were ready all during
the night to hurry to the town, but no
train was operated in that direction.

Indianapolis awoke to .find the v.cters
higher than ever appeared before with a
property loss that two days ago would
have been unbelievable. It is hard even
yet to bring the full realization of the
damage to the people, who had no 'hought
of a flood from. streame that ordinarily ’
are unimportant, aiding only in beautify-
ing the parks and boulevard driveways.

This
the chairman declined to entertain on the
grounds that, while the company kad been
permitted to continue to charge certain
rates, this did not carry with it the com-
miesion’s approval of the rates, .nd the
commission could not approve or disap-
prove without the most exhaustive investi-
gation. The company's request for the
authorization of a new claes, for exchanges
of less than 100 stations in sparsely set-
tled districts, was then taken up and Otty
J. Fraser, general superintendent >f the
company was put on the stand to describe
the need for the extra class.

When the session adjourned the com-
missioners took a trip to West St. John
to investigate the conditions at “odney
wharf, where the St. John Railway Com-
pany has been instructed to erect safe-
guards.

The commission met at 10.30 o’clock in
the local government rooms, Church street.
Chairman G. O. D. Otty presided with
Commissioners A. B. Connell and Felix
Michaud and Secretary F. P. Robinson.

ADRIANOPLE IN
HANDS OF BULGARS

Fortress Captured This Morning After
Terrific Fighting Lasting Since Monday

(Canadian: Press)

Sofia, Bulgaria, March 26—It was an-
nounced by a trustworthy private source
this morning that the Bulgarian cavalry
had succeeded in entering the besieged
Turkish fortress of Adrianople.
Mustapha, Pasha, March 26—The fort-
ress of Adrianople was taken by storm
by the Bulgarians this morning after fight-
ing of the most terrible chardcter lusting
gince Morday. Flames are devastating the
city at many points.

After the outlying fortifications had been
captured, the Turkish troops set fire to
all their depots and stores as well as to

the arsenal, and the artillery park. They
also blew up the barracks and some pow-
der magazines. Most of the populalion
fled.

Shukri Pasha, the Turkish commander-
in-chief of Adrianople, had not been cap-
tured up to a late hour in the afternoon.

Vienna, March 26—The Montenegrin gov-
ernment, besides 'allowing the Austria-
Hurgary consul to attend the inquiry in-
to the occurrences at Jakova, intends in-
viting representatives of the other Euro-
pean powers to be present. Austria-Hun-
gary will not oppose these invitations.

ST0P THE WAR:
MONEY EASIER

An Important Speech Made in
British House By Earl Grey

A despatch to J. M. Robinson & Sons
from Shearson Hammill & Co., New York, *

tells of an important speech by Sir Fd-
ward Grey in the British parliament, and '
says:

“Sir Fdward Grey’s speech is regarded
as an ultimatum that war must stop.”

Another despatch to Messrs. Robinson &
Sons, from  Shearson Hammill & Co,
Montreal, says:—“We have received this
morning from London the following cable:
‘In our opinion Grey’s statement indicates
situation past danger point. Expect
money will be easier after end of month.””

London, March 26—Confirmation of the
agreement of the European powers on the
question of northern and eastern frontiers
of the future state of Albania, was given
by Sir Edward Grey, British Foreign Min-
ister, in the House of Commons. He add-
ed that the outstanding questions with
which the powers had to deal, although
they might, be troublesome, were not such
as to cause anxiety. :

One result of the agreement between '
the powers, he declared, should be the
cessation of Thostilities on the territory
which was to belong to Albania.

Sir Edward Grey strongly counseled
Montenegro to desist from further attacks
on Scutari, but he hoped that if the deci-
sion of the European powers in this mat-
ter were not respected no separate power
would take action which ought to take
the form of united pressure by all the
powers.

The foreign secretary also strongly urged
Turkey and the Balkan Allies to accept
the terms of mediation offered by the
powers, and discouraged all idea of in in-
demnity from Turkey.

Sir Edward Grey concluded by congratu-
lating the powers on having weathered
the worst of the storm with every pros-
pect of weathering it completely.

POPE ABLE T0 SH
MASS THS HORNIG

Rome, March 26—Pope Pius X celébrated
mass early this morning when he admin-
istered Communion to the servants of the
household.

The physicians in attendance visited and
examined the Pontiff both before and ai-
ter the mass and expressed satisfaction
with his condition. They, however, ad-
vised him to maintain caution and to '
again postpone his collective audiences. It
was then decided that on April 3 the Pope
would receive some of the bishops, and
on April 4 give his first collective audi-
