New buildings in Nor-
folkc and Surrey:streets have immeasur-
ably augmented the rent-roll, which:has
probably increased threefold in value.

Scotland’s Wealthiest Peer

A year previous to the birth of the
Earl of Arundel and Surrey a son was
born to the Marquis of Bute, “the un-
crowned king of Cardiff,” as he has been
called, whose father left the enormous
fortune of £6,000,000. His son and heir,
the Earl of Dumfries, a bright little
youngster of six years of age, will in-
herit vast estates which cover 117,000
acres, in addition to many titles. Lord
Bute is the wealthiest peer in Scotland,
although he does not possess quite so
many acres as the ~Earl of Dalhousie,
who came into the title, an income of
over £50,000 a year, and :.about 188,000
acres of land, when .a ‘boy of nine, His
son and heir is Lord Kamsay, who''was
born in 1904. 5
Two more instances of vast fortunes
which will descend to lucky youngsters,
not only from their fathers, but. -also
from their mothers, are afforded by the
cases of the ‘Marquis of Blandford, son
of the Duke of Marlborough, who is now
sixteen years of age, and Viscount
Mandeville, son of the™Duke -of Man-
chester, who was born eleven years ago.
The Duke -of Manchester owns, some
70,000 acres of land, and is also posses-
sor of four country residences, two in

an Amerlcan railway magnate, whom be
married in 1900, brought much wealth
to the Manchester family. With two ex-
ceptions the Duke of Marlborough is
the smallest of our ducal landowners.
He possesses about 26,500 acres of land,
the revenue being given at £86,000.

Well-Known Names

Quite a number of heirs to large estates
were born in 1894, the same year as the
Prince of Wales, and such names as Lo
Whitchester, grandson and heir, after his
father, to the dukedom of Buccleuch
and Queensbury, occur to ‘one réadily,
says the “Ladies’ Field.” The duke is
easily the biggest landlord in this coun-
try. He owns 460,000 acres, mostly in
Scotland, and much of it is barren land.
The Earl of Hillsborough, born in 1894,
son of the Marquis of Downshire, will
inherit some day 120,000 acres. A great
many acres of his future property are
in Ireland and some in Berkshire. -
Among the most illustrous names of
heirs born in 1895 is that of the Marquis
of Hartington, son of the Duke of De-
vonshire. His inheritance will number
some of the best-known estates in the
country. The acreage the duke owns is
198,572, the annual value of which is
£180,750.

$60,000,000 STOCK

Ottawa, July 7—The application of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company to
the government for authority to increase
the company’s capital stock by a fur-
ther issue of shares to the par value of
$60,000,000, is likely to be granted.
